FLORICULTURE.

The Census Burean Desirous of Prepar
ing Returns of Last Yoar's
Statlstics.

—

Owing to the unusual intelligence of
Borists as a class, and the fact that the
statistics of their business whioch the
census office requires, relate almost en.
tirely to the year 1809, u plan has been
formed for taking an early census of
toriculture by mail, on special sched-
ules, and to tabulate and publish the
retarns  thereof warly, while othe
branches of the great work of enumera:
tion are in progress.

There are approximately 10,500 flor
ists in the United States. The names
and addresses of 8 majority of them
have been secured and classfied by the
division of agriculture in the census
office, and each known proprietor will
soon receive u copy of the special
schedule devoted to this interest, It
will be accompanied by a list (8o far
as ascertained ) of all the florists in his
section, to be by him corrected, added
to and returned to the department for
use in making the record complete and
reliable

This special scheduls is not elab.
orate or complicated, It may be filled
out easily and quickly by any florist
who keeps a reasonably accurate ron
of his business. It asks for the (1894)
acreage devoted to floricultare and of
each crop or variety of plants und flow-
ers; the total area in square feet un-
der glass and the aren of each crop or
variety of flower or plant raised there-
under; the number of persons em-
ployed and the total wages paid to
them; the amount expended for cata-
logues, postage, and fertilizers re-
spectively, and the gross receipts from
the sales in each subdivision of the
business,

No private individoals will ba per
mitted to bave access to the schedules
after they huve been filled out and re-
turned, nor will the numea of persons
or firms giving information be pub-
lithed in the census report. Figures
only will be used and published, and
the entire yrocess and record of gath-
ering information will be confidential.

As the law requires the regular en-
umerators to obtain certain informa-
tion as to tenure, value, ete., during
their visits in June, the next census of
florienitare, if the florists themselves
shall be prompt and conscientions in
filling out and returning the special
schedules soon to be sent to them, will
be the most perfect in history.

They will be put to no expense, as
the necessary statiovery, with envel-
opes properly franked, will be pro-
vided for their use.

Dawson lo Skagway on & Wheel,

The second man from Dawson te
Bennett over tne ice with a wheel has
arrived in Bkagway, and is elated over
the prospects of the bike for use on the
truil, says the Alaskan. [e says the
automobile is being talked of in Daw-
son for use on the iuvterior rouds, one
advantage over horses it is hoped it
may have in the land being the elimi-
nation of feed bills. R, P. MecLen-
pan is the man who brings the news.
