His experionce in the school room,
of over 26 yoars' teaching, enables
him to make the hard p eany
for teachers and students, and Lhe
official records of Washington, Ma-
rion, Lian and Lincoln counties
show that his studenta have pass-
el oxcoplionally high at their
county examination teachers’
ocertiflcates.
