Zina M. Wood will next Monday
celebrate bis 56tb year in Oregon,
having landed in Washington
County on that date in 1850. Mr.
Wood says there were but very few
people here those days, and he
knows many interesting happen-
ings of the long ago. He says that
one of the first crazy men held at
Hillsboro, in the little log jail was
a man by the name of Andrew
Easyman. Soon after Easy man
was put in an enclosure around the
jail one Wm. Burris, who had a
claim where the Jackson school
bouse stands, killed his family and
burned his cabin to bide his crime.
Burris was taken to jail, and Easy-ma- n

would make him get down on
all-four- s and ride him around the
enclosure. Burris died in the jail
Lawson, a Swede, convicted of kill-
ing a man down north of Beaver-to- n,

suicided in jail the night be-

fore he was hanged. It is thought
by many that the rope used by
Lawson was given him by a preach-
er who frequently visited him in
jail. Turner, convicted of killing
a man by the name of Bradbury,
down on Sauvies' Island, was the
first man to be legally hanged in
the county. Mr. Wood hauled his
remains away for burial. -
