T h is  makes i t  necessary to  go 
th rough  the p la n tin g  once or tw ice  
and rogue out those diseased p lants 
to  p reven t the  spread of disease 
w h ich  decreases the y ie ld  and 1 
means that the  potatoes fro m  the  j 
diseased lu l l  w i l l  again produce 
the  same k in d  of a h i l l  The  d is ­
cuses that are  looked fo r on these 
inspection?- are those that are tra n s ­
m itte d  in the .seed and can he con ­
tro lle d  on ly  by e lim in a tin g  the lu lls  
tha t show the  sym ptom s in  the 
fie ld .
