thc Bohemians of Paris. It was 
here that R ichard W agner, who en ­
joyed the protection and support of 1 
King Ludwig II. found a w orthy 
setting for the perform ance of his 
works We were show n the house 
in which he lived.

Munich has one of the richest 
and most valuable art c  llcc ti'iis  in 
G erm any In oiu <  m or sa lon  in 
the Old P inakothck I view ed 32 
w orks by Reubens alone 1 could 
scarcely believe mv eyes and I am 
told the museum contains a lto ­
gether "4 of his works. In addition 
to  these th re  are many others by , 
Holbein. Durer. G rünewald. Titian. 
T intoretto . VanDykee. and many- 
m ore splendid artists.

A tr ip  through th e  Old C astle 
of King Ludwig the II of Bavaria 
was verv interesting, especially 
when in the room of thc 40 b eau ­
ties. they pointed out to me a p o r­
tra it of Lola Montez who figured 
so prom inently in early  C alifornia : 
history. It was because of this 
beautiful Spanish dancer King Lud- , 
wig II lost his throne. The castle 
is practically  intact, containing 
priceless art treasures o f every i 
jtind.

Only a short distance aw ay lies 1 
M ym phenburg w ith its charm ing 
palace and splendid park in which 
stands the A malienburg. a veritable 
jew el of rococa a r '. An evening; 
well spent is to walk from München 
to N ym phrnburg in the warm eye­
ing tw ilight, stopping here and

M unchen's greatest industry, of 
course, is b e e r-  the best in th 
world and do they like it One of 
the most unusual sights I ever saw 
was my visit to the original Hof- 
brau House—a huge tw o-story
building. Thc ground floor is as 
big as a city block. H ere at very 
long tables people of every walk 
of life drink  and visit--som etim es 
for hours at a time. Never any 
rowdiness, but just good, congenial 
friendliness drink ing  beer from

large litre pots and smoking the ir 
cigar-- The smoke is so thick it 
is difficult to see through it saving 
nothing of tile burning effect it has 
on your eyes Here whole families 
come at d inner-tim e w ith a bag 
of rolls and a little  sausage, buy 
their beer and spend the lest of 

1 the evening
One evening I spent at the S ter- 

neekerbrau Here they play only 
Bavarian music and present short 
kits in Bavarian dialect It was in 

Rattu ki llw " h i r e  Adolf H itler 
and six others first conceived and
formed the Nazi party This pi ire  
as on any other night, was just 
packed w ith cocky storm  troopers 
in th ir snappy uniforms.

I have said of many places I 
shall re tu rn  som eday soon, but 
thus little  B avarian tow n shall be 
the first Io re tu rn  to —not for a 
few days and then be on my wav. 
but to come here and relax and 
actually  enjoy the sw eet q u ittudc  
of natu ral beauty.

On my way to Berlin I passed 
through the town of J-n a . It is 
here the w orld's largest telescope 
lens is being made for our Mt W il­
son observatory.

Berlin is tru ly  a m agnificent 
city beautifu lly  laid out. Perhaps 
mv only disappointm ent was the 
fact that there  are no lindens "Un- 
ter den Linden" They are  recon­
structing  much of this avenue at 
the present tim e and the trees 
had to  be rem oved I am told 
young ones will be p lanted as 
soon as convergent.

G erm any ecrtfcinly goes in for 
parks in a big wav for here. too. 
a re  such lovely ones Here also 
1 very sidew alk cafe or restau ran t 
has its fine orchestra. O rder an y ­
thing and stay as long as vpu wish 
Som ething very noticeable in these 
places is the total absence of the 
hum of chatter usually  heard 111 
our A m erican cafes instead every 
one talks in a very soft, m odulated 
voice. A germ an opera at the 
S taats Oper wqs a great treat

The gardens at Potsdam  are  beau­
tiful. patterned  much a fter those 
at V ersailles in Frances, but the 
palaces are  m iserably empty the 
form er K aiser having taken ev ery ­
thing possible w ith him when he 
fled <0 Doom.

The little  garrison church here 
contains the rem ains of Frederick 
William I and Frederick the G reat. 
On our re tu rn  from Potsdam  we 
drove through der G rünew ald  so 
often m entioned in G erm an folk 
songs.

Now to F rankfort and then to 
Mainz so I can be on the Rhine on 
Sunday. Funny coincidence en 
route at F u lda , a sm all town 
about fifty miles from Frankfort,
1 saw a sign Joseph Feuerstein, 
draying business, and only a half a 
block aw ay was a sm all hotel ca ll­
ed K ornhaus— for a m inute I 
thought I was in H elvetia

Here in Mainz I saw the little 
shop in w hich G utenberg  did his 
printing.

I boarded a boat about n ine 
o'clock Sunday m orning so that I 
could m ingle w ith the hundreds of 
country and city folks who were 
taking a Sunday excursion down 
the Rhine The Rhine is w ithout 
doubt the most celebrated  river in 
Europe. It possesses perhaps no more 
natu ra l beauty than  th e  Hudson, 
how ever it does possess m illcnium s 
of history and tom ancc. and its 
castles and picturesque ru ins in 
such profusion as to m ake a first 
journey  over its w aters an event 
of a lifetim e. Perhaps here  more 
than any place else in G erm any 
you n a iiz e  w hat a land of legend 
it is It is fun to pass th rough  your 
m ind som e of the m any legends a t­
tribu ted  to this enchanted  world. 
For in th is "river of fate" lies the 
N ibclungen treasure, the Rhim gold, 
on the roaring  cliff. I.orclcy combs 
her golden hair and w ith her magic 
song lures boatm en to  th e ir  death.

The banks of the R hine are  so 
beautiful, green grass righ t to the 
w ater's edge and fu rth e r away 
meadows and pastures are ablaze In 
a sym phony of a thousand hues and 
colors.

Cologne cam e much too soon. As 
one gazes for a w hile at IheC athed- 
eral of Cologne one th inks of it 
more as a piece of delicate D res­
den china than the im m ense s truc­
tu re  it is. V iew ing it from the in ­
side. the  sym m etry  of its arches 
gives one the strangest feeling of 
calm and peaceful harm ony. It is 
considered one of the grandest 
G othic churches in th e  world. It
