Letters, telegram s and every ap ­
peal possible should be sent from  here as 
is being done in every o ther section of the 
Pacific coast.

R egardless of the m erits on e ither side 
there  is- no sound reason or logic why the 
public should be m ade to continue su ffe r­
ing, and the sam e thing applies to the au to ­
mobile strike.

This .income is g radua lly  in­
creasing and the League of Oregon Cities 
is justified  in seeking a portion of the  gaso­
line tax  fo r the cities.

Twelve sta tes of the union share  gaso­
line tax  revenues with the cities, am ong 
them  being C alifornia and W ashington, 
and nine share  the  m otor vehicle license 
revenue. In many s ta tes  autom obiles are  
on the  tax  roll and the cities are  thus fu r ­
nished a source of revenue.

Aid F lood S u fferers
U nprecedented floodw at e r s h a v e 

brought appalling  death  and destruction to 
the Ohio and Mississippi valleys and hun­
dreds of thousands of people are homeless. 
G reat populations are faced with fire, pes­
tilence and food and w a te r shortages.

We might contrast th e  tw o classes of papers, 
and see w hich seem to  present the tru e r  p icture  of 
A m erican life We read  in  a great daily paper of 
women in Dallas. Texas, stripped  of th e ir clothing 
and beaten in th e  public streets by persons opposing 
some labor union on strike, and we tu rn  to  o u r  
country  new spaper and read  tha t Mrs. Brow n's 
neighbors held a canning bee at her home, because 
a broken arm  prevented  her from  "doing up" her 
usual supply of peaches. T hen w e learn  from  the 
city  papers th a t unem ployed m echanics on relief 
projects supported  by the taxpayers ' money, went 
on s trik e  because they w ere not receiving full union 
wages, and th e  country  paper te lls us of farm ers 
w orkrng from dawn to dark  because thev  cannot 
h ire anyone to  help them . The city paper tells us of 
boys in th e ir teens who com m it a m urder du ring  a 
hold-up. or kill some pedestrian w ith a stolen au to­
mobile. w hile the coun try  paper tells how F arm er 
Brow n's son is w orking his n a v  through college, 
w hile M ary Sm ith has won a scholarship tha t will 
insure her fu tu re  education. No. we do not th ink  
th e  racketeers and crim inals, the hoodlums and
loafers, a re  representatives of A m erican life: for 
th a t w e m ust go to  th e  hard-w orking. G od-fearing 
homes of the country. B ut we may well rem em ber 
th a t luxury , cow ardice and vice have destroyed 
great nations of old. and when we perm it the dark  
pow ers of th e  underw orld  to  control law -m aking,

Sharp  Rally in Standards 
First. I am glad to  report that 

; living standards definitely have not 
. . : i e  on a perm anently  low er basis 

■ They have rallied sharply from the 
depression low In comparison w ith 
past periods, they are now a t the 
highest level in history excepting 
only the years from mid-1924 to 
mid-19.10. As a m atter of fact, the 
percentage gain in our living stand ­
ards from the depression pit has 
been greater than  the advance in 
business activity . On t h e  o ther 
hand, business is only 12 per cent 
under the Septem ber, 1929 top. 
w hile living standards are  still al- 

I most 20 per cent below Business 
is actually  back to the figures of 
late 1929. but living standards have 

'no t yet pushed above the levels of 
early  1930.

Why should business be closer to 
the 1929 peak than living s tand ­
ards if the la tte r have rallied  m ore 

; vigorously than  business'.* The p rin ­
cipal reason is our constantly ris­
ing population curve. The total 
gain in our population since 1929 
has been about eight million. Right 
here I should define living stand ­
ards. S tated  simply, our standard  

i of living m eans the total num ber 
I of goods produced in excess of 
bare  living requirem ents divided 

I by the total num ber o f people. 
Hence, because we have had a big 

I increase in ou r population, total 
¡industria l output m u s t  b r e a k  
through the 1929 highs before liv ­
ing standards can again reach their 
old-tim e peaks.

Ten Million Back to Work
Now. w hy have living standards 

come back sharper from the lowest 
levels than business activ ity? The 
principal reason is that tem porarily  
wages and payrolls have cornc 
ahead faster than  prices. In certain  
industries w age rates are today 
still p itifu lly  low; but in many 

, others they  a re  at an all-tim e high. 
F urtherm ore, not only are  those 
em ployed receiving better pay and 
getting in more hours, but ten m il­
lion jobless have gone back to 
w ork since 1933. The nation’s w eek­
ly pay envelope has fattened along 
w ith this trem endous gain in busi- 
ne ■ activ ity  and industrial Out­
put. Even so. there  a re  still m il­
lions out of w ork in the country 
today w ho must be supported by 
the earnings of those gainfully 
employed. N aturally , this w orries

Does

This progress is significant. Tem- 
i oranly . it  m ay seem bearish to 
'. .f ,-e w ho see th e  m achines pu t­
ting men out of work. A fter the 
period of readjustm ent is o v e r ,  
however, it will become apparent 
to everyone th a t it is a g reat fo r­
w ard step. In th e  long run  it  w ill 
mean one or a com bination of three 
things: i l l  Prices of goods w ill be 
one-sixth less. (2) Wages will be 
one-fifth higher. ,3) Each w orker 
will have one-sixth m ore tim e to 

, himself. This has been the ex p er­
ience of the m otor and other in ­
dustries over th e  p a s t  q u a rte r­
century. w here wages have been 
steadily  boosted higher, prices con- 
-tar.tly pushed lower, and hours 
gradually cut shorter.

There is. however, one dark  spot 
■ n the outlook for American living 
standards—that is waste. Billions 
J  dollars are  squandered every 
year in the United States. I es ti­
mate that accidents, fires, w orthless 

■ product?, useless competition, fail- 
ircs. sickness, and the like eat up 

S2a 000.009.000 annually . To this 
terrific destruction must now be 
added the new  item of governm ent 
ex 'ravagance. L iving standards are 
advanced through im provem ent in 
production m ethods which result in 
m ultiplying w ealth  or increasing 
our annual "goods income." B ureau­
cracy. boondoggling, shovelling d irt 
from one pile to ano ther—these do 
not create w ealth or produce goods 
They destroy our w ealth  and d is - ' 
sipate our incom e in term s o f  
goods.

Inflation another Threat
O ur federal expenditures t h i s  

year represented ten  per cent of 
our national income. Ten years 
ago they  constituted less than five 
per cent. This constantly  rising 
cost of governm ent is a perpetual 

j rem inder t h a t  money inflation 
lurks in the offing. The m ajor r e ­
su lt of inflation would be th e sh a rp  
upping of living costs. The "goods 
income'' of wage and salary  w ork­
ers would autom atically  be r ip ­
ped to shreds. Total living costs are 
today only tw en ty  per cent above 
•he 1933 low but they are defin ite­
ly on the way up. T rade com peti­
tion from countries w ith low-paid 
labor Is also a m enace to  our own 
existence scale.

keep  C ongress in a d ith e r for a 
tim e, th a t is th e  p res id en t’s 
recom m endation  for b road  reo r­
ganization  of th e  s tru c tu re  of 
federal governm ent.

H ard ly  had  th e  genera l o u t­
lines of the  p res id en t’s p lan  been 
laid  before Congress w hen op­
position broke ou t; opposition 
th a t took no account o f party  
lines. W hat is m ore significant, 
sources close to the presiden t 
contend th a t the m ajo r portion 
of th e  reorganization  p lan  still is 
in  th e  p res id en t’s desk.

R oosevelt gave C ongress only 
47 pages, w hich la id  dow n gen­
era l p rincip les and  outlined 
specifically only those broad, 
m a jo r changes w hich requ ire  
congressional action. T he d e ­
ta iled  program  for regrouping 
m ore th an  100 governm ent agen­
cies, insist these  p riv a te  sources, 
rem ains w ith th e  chief execu­
tive, aw aiting  use a f te r  Congress 
gives him  pow er to  act.
