Schick test is supposed to depend 
upon the presence of antitoxin in 
the blood, and the am ount necessary 
to give a negative result originally 
stated by Schick to be one-th ir­
teenth unit per c. c. is apparently  
correct, judging by the fact that the 
Schick and Kellogg tests parallel 
exactly in persons who are  n a tu r­
ally immune. It has been found, 
however, that persons who have 
been actively immunized sometimes 
give a negative Schick and a posi­
tive Kellogg The discrepancy oc­
curs not on the first test a fter im ­
munization. which usually agrees, 
but after a lapse of several months 
This shows that these persons have 
lost a considerable amount of their 
antitoxin  and no longer have an 
antitoxic im m unity, although the 
Schick continues negative.

The evidence, therefore, is that 
under certain  circum stances a neg­
ative Schick dix's not depend upon 
antitoxin  in the blood but is due to 
a ltered  behavior of the tissue cells 
in the presence of toxin. The de­
term ination of the existence of an ­
titoxin in the blood in protective 
am ount is. therefore, the surest 
means of evaluating any method of 
active im munization.

It has been found that one injec­
tion of alum precipitated toxoid 
produces a high percentage of im ­
m unity. but this im m unity, in 30 
per cent of the cases on the average, 
has been lost in six months Since 
o ther com petent investigators have 
reported  a much better record for 
the plain toxoid m two injections, it 
is therefore recom m ended that two 
or preferably th ree doses of plain 
toxoid, spread at least two weeks 
apart, be. given to secure an en d u r­
ing im m unity or protection against 
diptheria.

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Enduring Immunity 
to Diphtheria

State Board of Health)
a susceptible infant, child 

or older person develops diptheria 
a large am ount of antitoxin has to 
be adm inistered as a life-saving 
measure. D iphtheria antitoxin is also 1 
given to o ther members of the fam ­
ily who have been in direct contact 
w ith the disease. The im m unity c o n - ; 
ierred  by antitoxin is of passive type- 
and is tem porary, lasting onlv a few 
weeks. As soon as the antitoxin d is­
appears from the human system, the 
individual is apt to be susceptible 
again to diptheria.

An enduring im m unity is worth 
a great deal. In the attainm ent of 
th is type of im m unity the individual 
plays an active part. Active im ­
m unity follows the introduction into 
the body of a very small am ount of 
diptheria toxoid. Following this 
method, it is no longer necessary’ 
in time of em ergency to borrow de­
fense or depend upon antitoxin. 
The result is an enduring immunity 
which will w eaken the storm  of a 
diptheria epidemic.

Opinion concerning the com par­
ative value of the "one shot" tre a t­
m ent with alum precipitated toxoid 
and of tw o injections w ith plain 
toxoid has been divided, w ith the 
w eight of num bers on the one shot 
alum  precipitated toxoid. The reas­
on for th is preference has been 
largely that of convenience and 
economy, but argum ents of greater 
efficiency also have been advanced, 
based on the fact that very high 
percentages of negative Schick re ­
actions arc  obtained w ithin six 
w eeks or two months a fter the ad ­
m inistration.
