district number seven that on Juno 
19th there will be submitted to them 
the proposition of establishing a 
kindergarten in our school for the 
coming year There are many reas­
ons why this new unit should be 
established.
Necessary Space Available

First, however it should be made 
clear that establishment of this unit 
will not call for any great outlay of 
budget funds. The district already 
has a qualified teacher and very 
much of the equipment necessary 
to promote a kindergarten is now 
on hand The two large rooms in 
the David Hill building vacated by 
the nursery school recently, gives 
the kindergarten necessary space.

"The kindergarten age would be 
five years on or before November 
15. This is an age when a child is 
deceoping rapidly, both physically 
and mentally. Physically he is 
growing larger and is perfecting the 
control over his muscles. He is very- 
near the end of a period of very- 
rapid growth usually known as 
'early childhood.’ In five years he 
has changed from a helpless baby to 
an alert and often very strenuous
child, full of energy and with 
markable ability to move as he 
sires.
Vocabulary Augmented

"In language, he has extended 
vocabulary from an average

three words at the age of one to 272 
at the age of two. 896 at three. 1540 
at four, and 2072 by the age of five. 
These are averages. He knows more 
nouns than any other part of speech. 
At this age children have acquired 
many of the language patterns used 
by adults

“From the informational stand­
point the child has but narrow ex­
periences. He has acquired much 
information from his immediate 
surroundings but from the world at 
large he knows little. This lack of 
broad experience makes him unable 
to see relationships or to generalize
accurately as an adult.

Memorial Day was instituted to honor 
ihe soldiers who were killeil in the Civil 
War. On May 5, 1868. Genera! John A 
Logan, commander-in-chief of the Grand 
Army of the Republic, issue«! a general 
< riler designating May 30 for tbe purpose 
of strewing with flowers, or otherwise 
decorating, graves of comrades who died 
in defense of their country during tbe 
late rebellion, expressing himself thus 
‘ With the hope that it will be kept ur 
from year to year.” In 1882. the Gran«! 
Army of the Republic, by resolution, urged 
that the proper designation of May 30 wa 
“Memorial Day,” not “Decoration Day.”

Since its first observance. May .30 ha 
been made a legal holiday in practically 
every state in the Union, an«! states that 
do not «observe May 30 observe some other 
«lay for the same purpose.

Since the time Memorial Day was insti­
tuted, the United States has engaged in 
two major wars the Spanish-American 
war, followed by the Philippine Insurrec-
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
