He got his blue color from the 
clay banks of small streams. He 
got a beef blood color under the i 
Hematic Iron. In his hair there ' 
were eagle and duck feathers. These 
feathers with bear teeth and claw 
and the blind eye teeth of the elk 
were strung along in long strips 
and hung from head to feet. The 
blind eye teeth of the elk which 
are pure ivory and give a higi 
polish were prized. The horse tc 
be ridden was just as magnificent- 
]y decorated as the warrior himself 
From holes pierced through his ears 
there dangled long strings of 
trinkets and from a hole in his 
nose there was a string of elk 
teeth. Trophies of the various 
triumphs that had made this brave 
great were placed on the horse 
and hung everywhere The Indiar 
carried his Messiah dancing stick 
and other fancy "ictas" were hung ‘ 
over the horse He was the one tc 
make the speeches at t h e pow- !
