T h e y ’re 
v ita m in  foods, too, fo r they conta in  
v ita m ins  A . II, C, and some D .

I f  you 've  b u ilt  up a psychological 
resistance to w a rd  them , it  is most 
lik e ly  because yo u 've  p robab ly  never 
tr ie d  them.
