St. Helens

In November
Long-Talked Project 
Goes Before People; 
For Their Decision

Petitions as filed w ith the city 
last week autom atically  place tne 
swim ming p<a>l proposal on the 
November 7 baliot for decision by 
the iitople f H ill o ro. it was re­
vealed a- the special city  council 
m eeting last W ednesday night.

When 15 per cent of the total 
vote cast at the last election for 
m ayor sign in itiative petitions the 
m easure autom atically  goes to a 
vote of the electorate. The v .te  
f r M .vor Hugh S. Rogers in 1942 
■was 861. A check of the petitions 
revealed 302 qualified  signers o r 
more than 35 per cent.
Bond S ituation Good

The ordinance to be voted on 
authorizes the city council to con­
struct a m unicipal sw im m ing pool 
us par: of the city 's park  system, 
to make such regulations and im ­
pose such charges as necessary for 
proper m aintenance, operation and 
financing, and to  issue not to ex ­
ceed $->0.009 in general obligation 
bonds to  bear in terest at not to 
exceed th ree  per cent and to run  
over a period of 20 years.

It ha- been pointed out th a t gen­
era l obligation bond re tirem en t in 
the city has progressed to a point 
•where it w ould net be necessary 
to increase the tax  m .ilage to re ­
tire  the sw im m ing pool bond issue
