Enrollment
Gain to Cause
3udget Boost

That the budget of the Hillsboro 
union high school district would 
exceed the six per cent lim itation 
for the next six years was the be­
lief expressed at Lions club W ed­
nesday noon by Principal John  R. 
Cox of th e  lo c a l  s c h o o l.  T h e  s t a t e ­
ment was made in connection w ith 
a discussion of the i e<i of the lo­
cal system for a larger, expanded 
plant

Reason for exceeding the six per 
cent lim itation during coming years 
was explained by Cox as i result 
af student attendance increasing 
faster than  the gam in property v a l­
uations In this connection he point­
ed out that enrollm ent at the local 
high school would reach the 1000 
m ark bv the fall of 1947 A survey 
a year ago indicated that point 
would not be reached before 1953 
but changes since that tim e have 
varied the estim ate, he said.

The comm unity must provide a 
large school building to provide 
proper education, he said. Classes 
must be sm aller and more facilities 
must be provided Among the main 
needs at present arc  laboratories, 
physical education plant, music 
room and art room.

Cox declared that costs of provid­
ing schooling in the d istrict would 
am ount to betw een $4 and $5 per 
$1000 of valuation during die next 
few years He contended that teal 
property could not stand the burden 
and that a new system of taxation 
should he provided Prediction that, 
unless the state provides a sound fi­
nancial program  for school support 
w ithin the next five years, the gov­
ernm ent would step in and provide 
it was made by Cox He also pointed 
out that there  would be a serious 
loss to schools in income tax re v ­
enue this year.
