ment of the naUon's farm ers in a new "B attle of Bread" for Europe's 
starving millions has been started  here  following a plan advanced 
in an address by Joe Tucker, vice-president of th e  M assey-H arris 
company Tucker has named the organization "Famine F ighters" and 
plans to recover 28.0OO.OtX) bushels of grain, enough to  provide a 
minim um LNKRA bread ration for every person in the  U nited 
States for five weeks, through the use of self-propelled combines 
to open grain fields for harvest. It is estim ated tha t over 50 per cent 
of the first sw ath is lost through opening of fields w ith o ther types 
of equipm ent Use of the nation's approxim ately  8.000 self-propelled 
combines would yield 28 m illion additional bushels of grain  w orth 
more than $30.000.000. Im plem ent dealers throughout the country  
have joined the drive, urging farm ers to p revent w aste of grain by 
calling on self-propelled com bine ow ners to open th e ir fields. Farm  
groups have already commended the move against tram pling of grain 
into the ground and have pledged support to th is new plan  of 
conserving grain  in  the fight against famine.

A lla Fescue Plot 
V alue Held High

Alta fescue, one of Oregon'., f iv- 
ored grasses for seed and forage 
pr duction. is assum ing national 
and even in ternational im portance 
w ith dem and increasing for Oregon 
produced seed. H. A Schoth, fed­
eral agronom ist st itioned at O. S. 
C.. t»Id county extensi in staff men 
in C orvallis for a conference.

Schoth. who presided at the 
"b irth" cf this grass on the O re­
gon experim ent stati n just 30 y, 
ago. showed the agents the firs t 
plot plantings made ther ■ Oetob r 
I. 1918. Though th is plot has never 
been cultivated , fertilized or j 
pered in any way, it is slid v ig­
orous and rem arkably free from 
weeds and o ther grasse.. Schoth 

I pointed out.
i How alta  fescue is descended 
frem  the original and much less 
sirable tall fescue was explained 

I by the agronom ist who said selci 
tions w e re  made from small ro\ 
plantings of seed brought to Cor 
vallis from all parts of the world 
in 1916. F irst the best eight of 
these w ere increased and then the 
best one of these was chosen ir  
1925.

Bv 1932 the grass had proved i t ­
self so widely adapted to Oregon 
soil types, so hardy, deep roote i 
and so much m ore palatable th in 
th e  present tall fescue, that foun­
dation seed was produced for d is­
tribu tion  ,o three Oregon grow ers

state. It is ne ither a hot clim ate nor 
a strictly  cry-land grass, Schoth 
added, but is so widely adapted 
w here ra in f ,11 is 20 inches or above
