Analysis of the figures show s 
that the Portland plan would tak e ' 
about SI.531JHX» of the basic fund 
from 60 districts which have re la ­
tively low ability  to support schools 
..nd transfer thus amount to 32 d is­
tric ts which have relatively high 
ability. These 32 districts have 
60 3 per cent of the ability of the 
state to support sch ols. and onlv 
46 8 per cent of the total dav-' 
m em bership, the figures reveal. If 
each of these districts made a sev­
en-m ill levy on the basis of 100 
per cent valuation. the countv 
school funds and district levies 
comb.ned produce 53 7 cents for 
each day's m em bership. The same 
levy in th e  60 relatively  poorer 
districts, which would benefit un ­
der House Bill 9. would produce 
only 31 3 cents per day's m em ber­
ship. according to the Register- 
Guard.
