A Boston paper has a curious state-
ment in regard to the effect of railroads
upon climate. Itsays: * The opinion
seems to be gaining strength that the
Pacific Railroad is working a great
change in the climate of the Plains.
Instead of continuous drouths, all along
the railroad rain now falls in refreshing
abundance. This result has been re-
marked up in other sections of the West.
In eentral Ohio, for example, it is said
the climate has been completely revola-
tionized sinee iron rails have formed a
net work all over that region. Tnstead
of the destructive drouths formerly suf-
ered there, for some four or five years
there has been rain in abundance—even
more than enough to satisfy all the wants
of the farmers. The theory upun
which these facts®are accounted for is
that the iron rails, which touch each
other, act as conductors of electricity,
the great agent in the production of
climatic changes. The currents being
equalized aud more uniform in strength,
of course, the sections affected, will have
more uniform rains and fewer electric
outbursts, or thunder stormws.
