The Mall Transporting Gold.

Packages of goods of any kind not
weighing more than four pounds, can
now be sent at mail rates. This enables
parties to send packages of gold through
the mail at much less rates than by ex-
press. For instance: A package con-
taining 81,000 in gold, weighiog some-
thing less than four pounds, is taken by
mail for 88 75, while the express
cliarges on the same amount would be
812 50—a saving of just 88 75. Under
this law it is said that more gold goes
through the mail bags than as freight,
thesaving by the former mode being so
great. Insurance on small sums can be
effected at the same rates as on others, so
that the security is equal; and this new
method of shipping has had such an ef
feet on the prices of exchange, that bills
are now sold for three quarters of one

per cent., where one and a quarter would
otherwise be churged.
