Gold In New York, 1l6 %@ S

It may be a matter of interest to the gen-
erul render to be Informed that while we
of the north Pacific are *hanl up® for
coin, the people of the Atlantic States are
in possession of more than the usuaj
amount of the *circulating mediom."
Late advices from New York. for Instance,
intorm us that the banks of that city re-
port about one hundred millions of dollars
reserve, or about double the amount the
law requires. The current rate of Interest
here is twelve per cent. per anuum, and
little or no mnouey to be obtained at cur-
rent rates or any other. while in New York
two nud three per cent. per annuin obtiins.
That is, if you have good “‘collaterals,™
stich a3 U. S. bonds or first class railway
or other securities, you can get money on
the above low rates. Perliaps from seven
to ten per cent., for the geveral borrower,
woukl be nearer the mark; but no matter
what the fiznres, the money is in the banks
and can be obtained. and that iz the main
feature. There 13 more money than can
find employment, therefore the low rates.

'The reeent sudden advance in the price
of wheat in Liverpool, induced immense
shipments ol the cereal to that point, and
tor some time past, from nlmost every
guarter of the globe, wheat has been pour-
lug In, Inducing a great decline in prices.

It is believed thal as soon as this rush is
over and the wheat thus received placed, n
demand based upon a erop in Europe much
below average, will again bring prices up
and our farmers may still hope to receive
#1 per bushel for thelr wheat. But the
prives paid for wheat here will depend in a
large mensure upon the amount and char-
acter of the tonnnge seeking catgces here.
It is asserted that for the present at least
there is o scarcity of vessels, even at San
Francisco, sultable for the trade, and un-
less shipping of the right kind can be se-
cured, wheat dealers will not purchase
very freely even at low figures. Our hope
for obtaining $1 per bushel for wheat here,
then, lies in there being sufficient tonnage
offered to earry it to Europe.

At Portland $1 65 per cental seems to be
the outside figure offering for shipping, and
ouly those who are absolutely forced to ob-
tain money are selling at that flignre.

The latest quotations from San Francis-
co give £2 per cental for choice wheat.
Oats, §1 6081 90.

YWheat is nominally 75¢ per bushel in
this market, but there is no coin to buy
with at any price. .

Our warehouses arc pretty well fill
with grain, now, with a prospect that more
room will be asked for than can be sup-
plied.

The general markets are fairly supplied
with produce at falr rates. We quote fresh

roll butter at 50c per pound; Eggs, 25¢ per
dozen.
