— A ashi
spevial says the officials at the Indian
partwent are inclined to think the com-
missioners to negotiate the purchiase of the
Black Hills nre in danger. The constant
reports now of the bad temper and irrita-
bility of the Siouxlead those best acquaint-
ed with their charaeter to expect some
‘treachery, or ome outbreak directed at the
comumissioners.  ‘Uhe manner of dealing
with the Sioux is in great measure respon-
sible for this feeling. The peace policy is
considered as only timidity on the of
the government, while W ng of
agents has given the Indinns a r opln-
ion of the good fuith of the whites. In
view of the present disturbed state of feel-
ing, additionnl troops will be ordered to
the vicinity of Red Cloud Agency. 'The
present foree consists of three companies of
eavalry and four of Infantry, enongh to -
ritate the Indians withont impressing them
in a restricting way. The feeling of uncer-
tainty as to the safety of the commission
has taken such definite form that it may be
expected they will be temporarily recalled
from the place where they are at present
