OUR TRAFIC WITH THE WORLD.

Under this head the Zulegram has
colisted some very interesting facts,
which we transfer to our columns: The
foreign trade of the United States for
she past year chows that we imported
from the following named couuntries
$170,908,036, while vur exports to the
same countries were only $47,626,297,
We buy ot the Argentine Republic 83,
802,788, while we sell Ler but §1,519 ..
190. Brazil sells us six times as much
88 we get from that coffee growing coun-
try, which is the chief article of export:
the imports trom that empire are £45.-
458,178, while the exports aggregate
Bbut §7,253,218; Central America turn-
fahes ns $1.819,120, while those States
get of us but $988,102. The greatest
disproportion existe in our Oriental
trade, We get pretty pearly the whole
tea orop of China and Japan for a very
iomiguificant exchange. From China,
we import $12,860,851, and we export
there but $1,380,860. Japan farnishes
us §15,605,758, snd gets of us only §1,.
098,457. She must be a better custom-
er or we won't drink so much of her
%ea. Of all countries Japan has the
best of us. Poor revolutionary ridden
Mexico mansges to sell us three times
the amount she buys of us; our imports
fvom there being $12,505,735, while our
axports are but £4.706,778. From
Uragusy we import $1,804552, and
export to that locality 81,126,123
€Cuba manages to get nearly fifty million
of dollars clear in selling us sugar; we
pay ber $72,062,966, and get back ba:
$26,189,791. We import from Venezu.
ela §5,875,715, and return there £3,-
424,178. The principal countries where
we sell our cotton, breadstuffs, provis-
jops and petrolenm, and where the bal.
snce of trade is greatly in our favor, are
ip Eorope. We import from thence
$290,204,676, and our exports in that
direction sggregate $586,5621,715, a3
follows: We buy of Great Britain 8176,
279,227, and eell her $422.416,533.
Our imports from Germany are $35,.
488,117, snd our exports are $51,107,-
147. Holland sells us $9,125,057, and
buys et us $13,602518. Our trade
with Russia consists of imports, 81,112,
152 ; exporis, $11,922285. Italy ex-
porta to us §7,628,772, and takes in re-
turn §7,770,470. We import from
Torkey $439,647, and find a market
there for 8,388,371 of our prodactions.
We =il to Belgium thres times the
smount we buy from ber, tho imports
being §5.442.048; exports, $16,002,117,
From Austria we import §449,869, and
export $1,664 819. Denmark sells us
$498,866, and buys to the extent of 1,
586,684. With Hayti we bave a trade
amounting in imports to $3,076,199,
sod in exporis to £4,782724.

We import thence $755,
222 and export there $2,157,722. Our
trade with France is about evenly divid-
od, aggregating about $50,000,000 in
imports, and the same in exporta.

CAUGHT AT LAST.

A most extraordinary event has oc-
eurred at Oban, which I give in detail,
having been an eye witness to the whole
affair. T allude to the standing and
capture of the veritable sea serpent in
front of the Caledonian Hotel, George
street, Oban. About 4 o'clock, yester
dsy, an animal or fish, evidently of
gigantic size, was seen sporting in the
bay near Ileather Island. Its appear
ance evidently perplexed a large num-
ber of spectators assembled on the pier,
and several telescopes were directed to-
ward it. A carelul look satisfied us
that it was of the serpent epecies, it
carrying ite head full twenty-five feet
asbove water. A number of boats were
soou lannched, and proceeded to the
bay, the crews armed with such weap-
ons as could be got handy. Under the
directions of Malecolin Nicholson, our
boatman, they headed the monster, and
some of the buats were within thirty
yards of it when it suddenly sprang
half length out of the water and made
for the sea. A random fire from sev-
eral volunteers with ritles seemed to
have no effect upon it. Under Mr.
Nichelsou’s orders the boats now ranged
across the entrance ot the bay, and by
soreams and shouts turned the mon-
ster’s course, and it headed directly for
the breast #all of the Great Western
Hotel. One boat, containing Mr. Don-
ald Campbell, the Fiscal, had a most
nerrow escape, (he animal actnally
rubbing agaiust it. Mr. Campbell and
his brother jumped overboard, and
were picked up unhart by Mr. John
D. Hardie, saddler, in his small yacht
the Flying Send. The animal seemed
thoroaghly frightened, and asthe boata
clesed in the volunteers were unable to
fire moro, owing to the crowds assem-
bled on the shore. At a little past 6
the monster took the ground om the
beach in front of the Caledonian Hotel,
in George street, and Lis proportions
were not fully wvisible. In his frantic
ex2rtions, with his tail sweeping the
beech, no one dared to approach. The
stones were flying in all directions, one
seriously injured & man named Baldy
Barrow, and ancther breaking the win-
dow of the Commercial Bank., A party
of yolunteers under lientenant David
Merzie now assembled and fired volley
after volley into the neck, according to
the directions of Dr. Campbell, who
did not wish for scientific reasons, that
the configurations of the head should
be damaged. As tliere was a bright
moon, this continued till pearly ten o’-
clock, when Mr. Stephens of the Com-
mercial bank, waded in and fixed a
strong rope to the animal’s head, and
by the exertion of some seventy tolks it
was securely dragged above high water
mark. Its exact appearance as it les
on the beach is as follows:

The extreme length is 101 feet and
the thickest part is about 25 feet from
the head, which is 11 feet in circum-
franch. At tlis part is fixed a pair of
fins, which are four feet long by nearly
7 across the sides. Further back is a
long doreal fin, extending for at least
12 or 13 fect and 5 feet high in front,
and tapering to 1 foot. The tail is
more of aflattened termination to the
body proper than anything else. The
eyes are very smsall in proportion, and
elongated, and gills of the length of 24
feet behind. There are no external
ears, and as Dr. Campbell did not wish
the animal bandled until he communi-
cated with some eminent scientific gen-
tlemsn wa could not ascertain if there
were teeth or pot.
