Mrs. Spalding amd myself]
three Canadians and the Indians re-
mained behind with ounr eattle and
weaker animals, tespend the Sabbsth
Providentially the Indians got hold of
some poor salmon in Powder river

The sight of Grand Ronde filled us
with transports of joy. We had seen
nothing like it since low down on
Platte.

lack of timber. In some districts we
saw not even a willow switeh for days.
Our dependence for eamp fires was
often sagebrush or buffulo manure,
On the 31st of August we emerged
from the Blue Mountains upon an
open divide and the great basin of
middle Columbia and much of what
i« now Washington Territory burst
upon our view. Mount Washington
(Hood), with his crown of glory, sup-

porting the clouds, rose majestig 180 |

miles to the west ; and by the help of
the glass other white peaks, like clouds,
could be seen in the northwest,

our conntry divided by the Rocky
Mountains. JIn the Atlantic Stdtes
and in the great basin of the Missis-
sippi the observer may travel for miles
without coming in sight of snow cap-
ped mountains. But on the Pacific
slope, from the ridge of the Rocky
Mountains to the ocgan’s wave, from
almost every high paint mayv hé seen
white peaks glistening in the synbeams
the year round. ‘
Another remarkable difference should
be noticed. East of the Mountains
