Well, toward sanset
we got the dog to the place, asd I took
off my eout in a fever of exeitemeat, sad |
rolled up my sleeves, and satarated my |
handkerchief and tied it over my nose.— |

le and vexation, the dog weat up and

smelt Browa's breath and lay dowa amd |
died.”
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TRANSPLANTING IN THE NIGHT.—A |
friend, in whose powers of observance we
have confidence, informs us that the last
Spring and Summer he wade the follow-
ing experiment: He transplanted ten
cherry trees while in bloom, commencing
at four o'clock in the afternoon, asd trans-
planting cue each hour, until ose ia the
morning. Thr,setranspianteddaringduy-]
light shed their blossoms, producing lit-
tle or no fruit, while those planted during
the darker portions maintained their eon-
dition fully. He did the same with ten
dwarf pear trees, after the fruit was one-
third grows. Those trassplasted during
the day shed their fruit: those trans-
planted during the night perfected their
erop, and showing no injury from haring
been removed. With each of these trees
he removed some earth with the roots.—
Working Farmer.
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Errect oF Bap Seep.—How slight a
thing will sometimes have a serious effeet.
For wstagce, the farmer prepares a large
field of core, plants it with-bad seed, as is
s0 often done, aud the labor is all for noth-
ing. He has to plant over, and then he
will get a late erop; the drought will ef-
feet it, and simetimes the frost. Ifa
third planting is necessary, as is sometimes
the case, the matter is still worse. With
wheat and other grains, the crop is gener-
ally a failare. Planted at the right time
a re-sowing must be too late, and thus|
defeats the whole erop. Now, with a lit-
tle ecare good seed may be had,—and then
all this evil will be avoided. Is it not
sheer carelessness? We cannot be too
careful in getting ripe, sound, bealthy
seed.— Rural World.
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New Yozrg, March 12.—Tne World’s At-
lanta special says the Constitution adopted in
Georgia provides for the removal of cap-
ital to Atlanta, and this instrument never
shall be amended so as to deprive any person
of political or eivil rights by it conferred.—
It repudiates all private debts incurred prior
to June, 1865, and allows a homestead ex-
emption of $30,000, The organization of
the military shall be subject to the authority
of Congress. and all persons may vote ex-
cept those disfranchised.

ew Orizans, March 12.—Hancock has
arpointed the 17th and 18th of April for the
election for the ratification of the Constita-
tion. The order preseribes regulations for
the government of the election. It forbids
any candidate for office acting as officer of
election. It provides that should Congress
hereafter enact, that the vote shall also be
cast at the same election for State and other
officers, the rame registers and commission-
ers will act under this order for such election.
