At 12:10 ». am., » Joud rumbling
noise was heard, quickly followed by a
flash of fiame from the pit's mouth, and
a ocolomn of smoke, dust and debris
macendiog high io tho air. The explo-
sion damaged the winding gear, thus
destroying the only means of commnu-
nication with the men in the pit. Aa
soon as the gearing could be repaired
working iea wore sent down the
shaft, and eighty-two men and boys
working'within a few hundred yards of
the shaft were rescued. But it beoame
evident, as attempis were made to ad-
vanos into the workings, that but little
hope could be entertmined of any life
surviving. Abont 400 yardu from the
bottom of the shaft are the stables, and
here fourteen horses wore {ound, all
dead. Beyond this point the explorers
could not go, on account of the impn-
rity of the air and the provalence of the
choke-damp,

Yolunteor explorers brought out ten
or twolve men very much buraed, and
also seven dead bodies; but it is feared
that no others can be for the present
got at in consequence of the fire oxtend-
ing, and there remsins no reascnable
bhope that any further lives will be
saved. The whole district of Mon-
mouthshire iy muach exeited, and it
secmed Inst night as if the entire female
population of the distriot had
about the mouth of the shaft.—N, V.

dogs of the Leonberg broed, now pro-
nounced to be the finest in the world,
superior even fo our own,
thus the prospect of possessing shortly
n still more magnificent race of dogs
than the Newfoundland. The speci-
mens of this new breed have in ome

ear grown {o be splendid animals, and

y good judges ars pronounced to be
the finest ever seen in the country.
They sre expected to propagate this
year, but will not be full grown till {L.
third year.

The Lecabarg is the result of skillful
eroasing between the Bt, Bernard, the
Newfoundland, nad the wolf dog of the
Pyrences, and appears to combine the
best qualities of the three noble races,
Baron Essig of Leonberg, Wurtemberg,
Germany, was the breeder of this new
species, which is already world-re-
nowned; and our imens were ob-
tained direct from his establishment,
and wera very carefully seleoted. Th
are the favorites of kings, prinees, and
nobles in Earope.
