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THRE[FARMER'S DIARY,

IfT were called on to give advice
on but one suhbject to our readers at
this time of year, and wisked to tell
them that which, if observed, would
be of the most benefit to them, it
would be ¢keepa Journal” I give
this advice after an experience of
twenty-one years, for I began to keep
my farm journal In the spring of
1857.

I wish to call attention to this saub-
Joct at thia particular time, because
the New Year is the best time in
which $o begin. I know that many
persons think it a great task to keep
& journal, but a little experience will
prove that if attended to every day
it becomes very easy. When once
the habit is established we are no
more likely to forget it than we are
to forget to wind the clock, or per-
form any other daily task. Do not
get & book for your diary with print-
ed headings, and a certaiu amount of
space for each day, for sometimes you
will only want to write a line or two,
and again you will want to write at
soms fength. Get a plain blank
book, well bound, write in a plain
hand at the head of the first page the

At
the nning of every new ut
the :glsth. day and“;gzar. f’;ﬁe»ga-
bles you, whenever you open [your
dlary, to see at 2 glance the day of
the record, and where a book is used
that will costain the recerd ‘or sev-

eral years, this is important.

Buat what do you wish to write

about? © First, the weather. Let
this reecord be as brief as possible.
For ene day it will read, «fair and
warm;" another, ¢heavy rain with

rain and thunder, A. ., clegred off

pleasant P. »M.;” or, ssnowed all
day;"” tdrizzly, east wind,” etc.,
elc. Ifyou keep a record of the
temperature, let the thermometer
hang at the north side of the houge
the year round, and note the temper-
ature at sunrise and at noon, which
will give us usually the highest and
lowest temperature of the day. In
a few years you will have a complete
hislory of the weather that will be
interesting and useful.

Next pat down exagetly what you
do for the day. The record will usu-
ally be brief, but as years pass it will
increase in value. When you have
kept & journal for four or five Years,
you find it of great bepefit to look
back and compare the seasons with
one another. I extract from my dia-
ry arecord of a few days, taken at
random, to show how it may be
kept.

March 18th—<A  beautifal, still,
spring mording. Sowed clover seed
on wheat 8. m.; began plowing for
outs p. m.

“Mareh 17th—Warm and cloudy.
Finished sowing oats and planted
peas in garden; heavy riin in the
evening.

“April 5th—Fuir; apple frees in
bloows; ground warm and dry; began
planting corn,

“Jape 29th—Cut wheal; have a
good crop; my corn will average three
feet high.”

It is not necessary to quote fur-
ther, but you will see that but litile |
need be written each day to give you
a complete history of the fario {rans
actions for the year. i

In addition to this mention visjts
made or received, letiers sent to|
friends, or those you get from them,
together with anything ot imporiance
that transpires which you would like
to remember,

I would suggest that on the first
day of each month the price of grain
and stock be entered, and that once a
Yyear—and the day the assessor ealls
would be the best—an inventory be
taken of farm stack, tools, ete. = All
this tany look formidable to ore who
hes never tried it, but as soon as the

_habit Is formad it will be fognd easy
and simple. Keep yeur book in the
family rom and have a particular
L me 10 sttend to it, and before long
it will beeome a pleasure. As a rule
I think it best that this should be
done by the furmer himsell, but
there are many cases where it might
b entrusted to a son or u duughter.
It would be of great advantage to
them, teaghing them how to write,
spell, and compose, and help them to
form business habits, 1 hey should
be required to do the work well, and
it should be examined and upproved
once a month, and a sm.ll monthly
sum be pz2id fr the work. Every
boy or girl like to have a little spend-
ing money, and they wonld rather
e4rn it than have it given to them.
Twenty-five or fifty cents a month
would be considered pay by most
farmers’ children for such service,
and they would really get more edu-
eation out of it than twice that mon-
ey would bny in most of our schools,

Sach a journsl as I have described
beeunes more valuable as the years
goby. Itwill furnish a complete
family bistory, sud wiil oiten be re-
ferred to to settle some question as
o the weather, or some avent of In-
