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Christian women engaged in the
great work of temperance, while they
regard the liguor evil as ene of the
ohief works of the Devil, remember that
the “Son of God was manifested that
he might destroy the wcrks of the
Devil.

When
introduced into heathen lands, it makes
no compromise with idolatry, supersti-
tion or tyraany. God must be worship-
ed, trath kave influence, and love pre-
vail. So ia all christendom every
form of evil is combatted by bible prir-
cioles which sooner or later must tri-
umph gleriously.”

Within the memory of thise now
living the pracsice of duelling was re-
garded as mental to the maintainance
of human honor.
