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AGRICTLTURAL ITENS

There are ne reports this year of
trouble from the Hesmsian fly, The
drought of 1881 destroyed them by
preventing the growth of fullen wheat
ia which thess pests breed.

Holstein cows were shown in larger
numbers than aver before at the New
York Seute Fairand at most other
faire. This is siguificant of the in-
ereasing popularity of this excellent
breed.

The lack of the wheat and most
small grain pessed over (he field two
or three weeks after sowing will in al-
most every case be beneficial.

Wheat may often be sown on potato
ground witheut plowing, if the weeds
have been well keyt dewn during the
Semmer. Some of the bhest wheat
this year was sown as late as the mid-
dle of Ociober after potatoes.

The Hungarians lock upon the de-
fisiency of this year's Spanish wheat
crop a8 & favorsble opportunity fer
them t0 extend their flour trade. The
duty, however, is practically prohibitory
smountinvg te $2 per mack of 280

pounds.

Ne fixed nutritive value can beap
plied to fodder creps, or to the hay
mady from them, as both their umapemi-1
tien and digestibility are largely in-
flusmced by their age and condition
when cut. The young plant Is always
the most nutritive,

An experienced pear grower [irefers
Burtletta for profit. Their only draw-
back is a tendency to blight, but they

pay for themselves and for mew trees!

to put in their places. The Bartiett
is net the highest flavored pear, but
good emough to be always prefitavle.

While fodder crops deteriorate to
wards maturity, from thke- comversion
of solable carbo-bydrates into fibre,
crops such s potatoss and mangels
improve, the, carbe-dydrates pre-
duced in their case being respectively
starch and sugar, both of them sub-
stances of great feeding value.

The best mulch for strawberries is
petato vines spread thinly asssen =8
the greund is frozen They afford
safficient protection during the Winter,
hut by early Spring are so rotted away
that they do not interfere with plant
gronth. Another important considers-
tion is that they contain no weed seeds.

The rows of bushes and trees which
bave grown at random, snd frequently
lime rondsides and inside fences, are
rarely either useful or ormawmental,
Let any farmey who ban these wdjoin.

cast him in & single vear and then de.
cide whether be can longér sfford such

The weevil or widge in whest is
making much less trouble than furmer-
ly. Early sowing, esrly varicties sud
the use of cemmercial fertilizers, wbhich
basten ripening, are ameng the
reasons for exemption from ita sttacks
Ancther reason is that the whest
midge bas its parasite, which greatly
Tsduees its numbers,

The German potash ssite known as
kainit evotaio tvelve to thirtesn per
cent. pure potash and furty to fifsy per
ceat. of mariate of potash. They wre a
valuable fertilizer for sandy or wucky
soil, the first because of a deﬁciency ol
miveral matter, snd the last for their
effcct in making vegeiahle matter avail-
sble ai plant food.
