The last Legislature passed the fol-lewi- ng

hich will become a law after
Feb. 1, 1883, vix :

Section 1. It shall he unlawful for
any person to carry concealed about bis
person in any manner whatever, any
revolver, pistol or other fire-ar- m, or
any knife (other than an ordinary pock-
et knife), or any dirk or dagger, slung-sh- ot

or metal knuckles, or any instru-
ment by the use of which injury could
be in Acted upon the person or property
ef any other person.

Section 2. Any person violating
any of the provisions of fection 1 ef
this act shall be deemd guilty of a
misdemeanor, and, upon conviction
thereof shall he punished by a fine of
not less than fifty dollars, nor more
than two hundred dollars, or by im-

prisonment in the county jail not less
than twenty-fiv- e days nor more than
one hundred days, or by both fine and
imprisonment, in the discretion of the
eoort.

Section-- 3. Nothing in this act
shall be construed to apply to any
sheriff, constable, police or other peace
officer, whose duty it is to serve pro-
cess or make arrests.

Section 4. Justices of the peace
shall have concurrent jurisdiction to
try any person charged with violation

f any of the provisions of this act.

Following Is the full text of Snap pin
ton's "hog bill" which is now ono of
the laws of the land.
Be it enacted by the Legislative As-

sembly of the State ef Oregon :

Sectxos 1. That the owner or

keeper of any swine shall not allow
the same to run or be at large, out of
his own enclosure, under the penalty
of ten dollars for the first offense and
ef twenty five dollars for each and
every subsequent offense, to be re-

covered by civil action in tho name
of the state of Oregon, before a justice
ef the peace, of the precinct in which
such owner or keeper, ef either of
them, may reside and such penalty
shall be for the benefit ef, and when
collected paid into the common school
fund of the county in which such
action is brought, within sixty days
after such animal is proved to ho at
large.

Sec 2. No prosecution shall be
commenced to recover the penalties
named in Sec 1, until at least one
day's notice has been given to the
owner or person having cbaige ef
such swine, if such owner or keeper
be known ; and it shall he a sufficient
defense to such prosecution to show
that such animal or anim-al- s were at
large without the knowledge of such
owner or keeper, and without his
fault.

Sec 3. A person finding any
swine running at large contrary to
the provision of this Act, roiy, and
any constable of any precinct or mar-
shal of any city in this county, when
such Iwine may be found, on view er
information, shall take up, and von-fi- ne

the same forthwith, giving no-

tice to the owner thereof if known,
and if not known by posting n jtiees
describing gueb antraais therein, in
at least three public plaees within the
precinct, and If the owner d oes not
appear and claim his property and
pay all charges for taking up, adver-

tising and keeping the same within
ten days from the date of this notice,
the sale of the animal mayfle pro-
ceeded under the law regulating eta
trays.

This act shall he In force from and
f:fter its approval hy the governor.
