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MAXATION.

There is no question of governmental
economy that demands 80 much atten-
tion and mature considerationat the

taxation, If a Dbill to appropriate
money for any purpose is before oen:
gress or a state legislature, the subject
of taxation inevitably forces itself upon
the considevation of . the legislative
body. In fact nearly every diffioult
problem in legislation irrevocably cone
nects itsell with the countribution made
by the citizen to maintain the goveru-
ment under which he lives. It would
be well for every citizen who desires to
have proper views upon & subject of 8o
grave importance, to ask himself what
taxes are, becausa the whole subject
will be imperfectly understood, unless
we go back and aoquire a perfect un-
derstanding of the fundamental princi-
ples upon which our system of taxation
is based, as well as the necessities
which require taxes to be levied.

Cooley in his treatise on taxation
says that ‘“‘taxes are defined as being
the enforced proportional contribution
of persons and property, lovied by the
authority of the state for the support
of the government, and for all public
needs.” The supreme court of Maine
holds that “the public revenues are a
portion which each subject gives of his
property to secure and enjoy the re-
wainder.” The vast sums of money
thus collected annually from the people
by the gemeral government are used to
pay the salaries of the long line of
officials who meke, expound and execute
the laws deemed best and necessary for
the protection of the life, liberty and
property of the citizen, We pay the
president and his cabinet salaries; we
pay the members of congress; we pay
ministers in large numbers to foreign
courts ; we pay a long line of judges
and marshals of the federal courts ; we
pay salaries 1o almost countless nume
bers of empioyes in the various depart-
ments of the government—the army,
the navy, the interior, the post office,
besides customs ollicers and postmasters
at every turn,

The various and multitudinous du-
ties performed by these officials and
employes is called administering the
government.
are governments formed, and why the
necessity of administering them?! Gove
ernwents are formed for the protection
of life, liberty and property. Without
stable governments for such large
bodies of people as are now collected
together and made subject to the
various governments now in existence,
life, liberty and projerty would be
insecure and anarchy and chaos would
rule supreme. :

Thus we see that the ever prevail-
ing necessity for the protection of life,
liberty and property, is the justification
on the part of the legislature for laying
ta_2s. Every person who is protected
in person should pay for that protee-
tion by contributions to pay the ex-
penses of that government which affords
him protection.

MILK CTLTTRE

I received 1,000 silk worm egge through
the mail in May, part of which were s0
badly damaged in shiping that only 75
hltozod. I fed them immediately on O-

The worm grows very rapid and as
the shell does not grow so fast as the
rest of the worm it becomes necessary

they continue to grow and molt for ten
weeks, in warmer climate than this
they mature in less time.

At the end of ten weeks they quit
eating and commence lpinninf their
cocoon it requires three days for each
one to complete its cocoon and eigh-
teen days after they quit spinning their
cocoon they come out moth flies and
deposit their eggs. As one fly lays 330
it is not necessary to take all of
the flies so those that are not wanted
are placed in hot steam and are thus
prevented from hatching and cutting a
hole through the cocoon and thus ‘les-
soning its value. Silk culture has prove
en successful in Oregon.
