Persons finding their eyes becoming

dry and itching on reading, as well as
those who find it necesssry to plsce an

object neare r thsn fourteen inches from '

their face to read, need st ectaclra
Persons undfr forty years oi sge

should not wear glasses until the so
com mods ting piwer of the ryes has
been suspended sod the rxsct state of
refraction determined by a competent
opthalmic surgeon.

The spectacle glsasea sold ty peddlers
and jewelers generally are hurtful to
the eyes of those who read much, si tbe
lenses are made ef inferior sheet glass,
and are not symmetrically ground.

No matter how terfectlv tho lensts

may be made, unless they are mounted
in s suitable frame snd properly plsted
before the eve, discomfort will tine from
their prolonged use.

There are three systems of grsdin
spectacle lenses the Knglish,the metric
and tbe Prussisn. Those made to sup
ply the demands of tbe trade in th."
country are carelessly nude, and are

poor imitations of either the Eoglisb or
metrical system. The metrical scale
has no Engliah vquivalent,is not graded
by any uniform rule of dividing the
inner fecal spaces, and is, therefore,
unsuited to the exacting demand of
science.

Parsons holding objects too nesr tbe
face endanger the safety of their eyes,
and incur the risk of becoming near-

sighted.
Tbe near-eight- ed eye is an unsound

eye, snd should be fully corrected with
a glsss, notwithstanding the fact it msy
need no aid for reading.

Tbe proper time to begin wearing
glasses is just as soon as tbe eyes tire
on being subjected to prolonged use.
