BLUSH BULL.

Hon. T. J. Black, one of the mem
bers of the lower bouse of the legi- -

latue from this county has secured
the passage of the following bill

through tbe lower boose, the bill

having been introduced ejrly in tbe
session by bimi

Bi it enacted, etc,: Sac. 1. That
all contracts made and entered into
by and between borrower and lender,
debtor and creditor, or morrgagor and
mortgagee, whereby ooe party shall
agree to pay tbe taxes on tbe debt,

I

credit or mortgage existing or enter.
ed into between such parties, be and
the same are hereby declared legal
and valid; Provided, that any excess
that borrower, debtor, or mortgagee
may pay or agree upon in excess of
tbe rate of interest now allowed by
law for tbe use of money, shall not be
deemed or taken to be usurious.

Bsc. 2. All contracts entered into
under section 1 of this act may be
enforced by the parties thereto in the
courts of this state; Provided, That in
making the assessments of credits,
loans or mortgages the same shall be
assessed to the holder therof as now
provided by law.

The effect of this bill will be that a
contract will be entered into between
borrower and lender, by which the
latter, in addition to paying the lender
ten per cent interest on the money
borrowed, will also be required to

pay the tax which may be levied up- -

on tbe mortgage. Tnis will legalize
the taking of usury by the lender to the
extent of tbe amount of taxes which
may be levied upon his mortgage.
As an example. A man gives a
mortgage upon bis farm to secure the
payment of $3,000. The interest at
10 per cent would amount to $800
per anumn. Now the lender and bor
rower under this bill can enter into
a contract by which tbe latter shall,
in addition to the Interest, pay also
the taxes which may be assessed
against the mortgage, which if the
rate of taxes is 2 per cent, would
amount to $60. This 2 per cent
added to the 10 per cent Interest
would increase the actual rate paid
by the borrower to 12 per cent.

It Is a grave question whether a
man can pay 12 per cent interest next
year or the next, when, in many
cases it has been demonstrated that
he can not pay 10.lt places the borrow
er whose debt is due very much at the
mercy of the lender, and ultimately
has the effect of plunging him down
deeper into the swelling tide of debt
by which he Is already threatened to
be overwhelmed. This bill Is receiv-

ing very much adverse criticism and
tbe final action of the Senate upon It
will be closely watched.
