TENURE OF OFFICE LAWS,

The Acts of IN10, 186 and 1860 The Tex
[ef the Laws Meguilating Remeovals,

The general interest felt in the Fed-
eral cflices of (he country, will attract
much interest to thestalutes rvgulnling
removale.  In ordsr that they may be
genernlly woderstood, we wudjin the
textn cf (ke laws on the sulject :

By tha wsct of May 15, 1820, “all
Distriet Avorneys, Colloctor, of Cus-
tome, naval oflicers and Survegors of
the Customs, navy ageots, receivers of
pmblic moneys for lands, Raginters of
the Land OMicen, paymantors in the
ithe  Apotheoary C(lanera', the
Amsintan. Apothecarics Cieneral and
the Comminsary CGeneral of purchases
shall be anpointed for the torm of four
years hut shall ba romovab'e from office
a' plesanra.”

By the third section of the sct to
regulate the tenare of certaine ecivil
offices, passed March 2, 1367 a8 amend-
ed v the thind section of the supples
moentary act of April 5, 1869,it is pro-
vided “that the President sball have
power to Il all vacancieawhich may
happen dutlag the recess of the Senate,
by reason of death, resiynation or ex-
