Dr, B. W. Richardson, of London,
in ulate paper writes: “As regards
life,it has been my duty to make special
inquiry into the part which intemper-
ance plays in the causation of premature
mortality, and the lowest estimate
which I could frame was that at least
forty thousand persons died every year
in the United Kingdom from personal
intemperance, and probably double that
oumber from poverty,sccident, violence,
or disease eonsequent on the intemper-
ance of persons other than the wlain,
The estimate has been laid before sev-
eral learned societies and, though it has
been freely discussed, has never been
seriously queationed, while it been pre-
nopnoed ‘moderate’ and ‘ander the
truth’ by well-known authorities on
public bealth. It is not improbable
that thers are half & million of habitoal
drunkerds in the United Kingdow.

LANDLORD RESFONSIBILITIES

The Bupreme Court of Michigan has
decided that a landiord having sold a
pedlar liquor, and the pedlar, buing
druok upon the liquor bought and
druok at the landlord’s bar, lost his
pack, the latter is linble for the value
of the pack. The court held that the
landlord was certeinly lisble if ke got
the pedlar so drunk, ss was shown, as
to be unable te look after his property.
