figure a Utile. At that time there were In

the sixteen old slave states ten sheep for
every twenty inhabitant, and in all the
other state there were fourteen to every
twenty Inhabitants. Since that census the
increase of sheep has been much greater
in the South than in tbe North.to that it is

afe to say to-da-y that the South ha a

many sheep in proportion to her population
as the North. People when considering
this charge of sectionalism should bear in
mind that the South has no protection o

any consequence outside of wool, excep
sugar and rice, while the North receives

$50 of the bencfii of protection where the
South receives hut one.

Now.since the full returns of the Maine
election have been received and the ma

jority has dwindlsd down to 18495,(1 goe
