PRINARY ELECTION LAW,

The primary election law passed by the
leglslature and now awaliting the approval
el the governor is for the regulation and
control of primary elections held by any
polltical party and applies to incorporated
towrs and citles ol 3500 population or
wore. It provides that the managing
commitiee, (county central committee,) of
the party calling the primary election shall,
nod less Lthan seven days before the day ol
such election cause & notice to be published
in some newspaper of general circulatlon
published In the clty, signed by the secre-
tary of the committee, stating the purpose
of such election, the date when It will be
held, the places where polls will be opened
and during what honrs they will be open
for the reception of voles, and the number
of delegaies to be elected In each precinct
or ward, Three judges, legal voters and
householders of thelr respective pre-
cincts or wards, shall be named In the
notice, The judges musl appolnt two
clerks who must be legal voters of the
precinetin which they act asclerks, These
clerks keep poll books showing name and
resldence of every pemon who votes as
well as those whose voles are rejected,
The judges and clerks take an oath ol of-
fice and conduct the elcetion Lhe same gen-
erally as similar officers do at geoera!
electlons, At ihe close of the election they
canvas the vote and certify uvp the poll
books one of which Is returned to the
county slerk and the other delivered ta
the wounty central committee. Il judges
and clerks shall recelve and record votes
knowing they are not legal they shall be
gullty of 2 misdemeanor and sabject to a
fine of not less than filty nor more than

two hundred doilars or by linprisonment
la the county jall not less than two nor
more than six months or both. The pen-
alty ls 1he same for votiog lllegally, brib-
Ing one to vote, hirlng him not to vete,
tampering with a ballot box etc. ‘The
laws of the state governing the conduct of
persens about polling places shall apply to
primaries as well.

The one paiticular In which the constl-
tution of the United States cannot be
amended is “that no state, without its con-
sentahall be deprived of s equal suffrage
In the senate™ (article 5); and the senale
here meant s that for which the constitu-
tion provides In saying that “the senate of
the United Siates shall be com ol
two senators from each stale, chosen by
the legislature thereof ;™ so that, read to-
gether, the fundamental jaw Is that no
state shall, without ita consent, be deprived
of its equal suffrage in a scnate elected by
the stale leghslature, In the convention
= hich [ramed the constitution it was three
times moved that the senators be chosen
by & popular vute and three limes that
proposition was defeated, once by nine
states to two, once by ten to one, and the
third time unanimously, Any one state
could defeat such an amendment as that
now suggested, Each s entitied to that
equality which the coastitution prescribes
in the {Iud ol senate which It prescribes,
and all the other states combined cannot
deprive her of It—New York World.

The Warld Is evidently in error In this
malter. Sectlon 3, article one, says: “The
senpte of the United States shall be com-
posed of senators from each siate, eletted
by the leghlatures thereol,” Is It not
within the power of three fourths of the
states to amend this by striking out the

words “leghslatures™ and Insert the words |

“Jegal voters,” 50 as to make it read, “elcct
ed by the legal volers thereof?” This
would not be depriving any state *of its
equal suffrage in the senale.” This would
only change the manner of electing sena-
tnis, and it is certainly withia the powers
of the states to do so.
