DEATH OF MRS,
YOUNG.

REBECCA

Mrs Rebecea Young died suddenly at
the home of her daunghter Saturday
evening, Dac 15, 1804, of appoplexy.
Not feeling well she ate her meal alone
in the sitting room, while the [amily
were in the dining room. Her danghter
upon going into the room to gee il ehe
wanted anything found her lying dead
in her chair, her napkin aneatly folded
and her dish upon an adjoining chair.
Funeral services were held this after-
noon. Her pastor for many years, Rev 8
G Irvine D D, has dictated the following
sketeh of her life:

Mra Young was born in Steuben
gounty, N Y, on April 9, 1814. Her
parents removed to Ohio when she was
but five years of age and eettled in
Helmes county. She was marned July
12, 1531 to lsaac Young. They lived to-
gether and walked in harmony down the
pathway of life like Isaas and Rebecea
of old, during the long period of forty
five . Mr Young departed this lile
in 1576, Their family consisted of seven
children, but two of whom survive her,
Mr Samuel E Young and Mrs Weltha
Sox. Mrs Young lived in Obio until
the year 1844, when they emigrated to
Burmiogham, lows. Inthe year 1852
in company with their brother-in-aw
Dr Wm Miller they emigrated acrosa the
plains mOr!ﬁon. After coming to Ore-
wn they resided for a few months in
ashington county. They moved lo
the vicinity of Albany in 1853. Their
bhome was at first on the olher side of
the river, where ason Nelson, a young
man 21 rs of age was taken from
them by death. They moved into the
town of Albany in 1856and Mrs Young
has been a constant resident ever since.
She nas not only been well known and
estesmed by the community st large as
& useful citizen but has been loved and
respected for her benevoient and relig-
ious life. 8he made a public profession
of her faith in Christ scon after their re-
to lowa and connected with the
United Presbyterian churck. Daring
their long and tedious trip acrosa the
plains she found opportunity to minister
with her willing handsto many a sick
and suffering one. Her serenity of tein-
per and kindliness of heart which o ark-
ed ker whole life were speciaily noticed
in the trying scenes on the plains and
the early privations ol pioneer life. One
who traveled with her spoke of her a»
