But the principal reason why the
democratic party is again looking like a
winner is that its members are in all di-
rections announcing their intentions to
get together, The split which many
foresaw and others fearad asa result of
the silver fight within the party lines
will not materialize, unless eome of ihe
shrewdest men in tbe parly are mistak-
en in their calcuiations, The fightisn't
over by any means, but it is asserted by
prominent silver and anti-silver demo-
crats toat it will be over when the Na-
tional Convention ehall have acted upon
it, and that the platiorm adopted by
that convension and the nationalticket
nominated will be loyally supported by
both silver and anti-silver democrats. |
Toother words, both sides will fight to)
carry the convention, and will accept
the decision of the convention.

Ancther reason why the democratic
party looks like a winner may be loond
in existing republican dissensions. The
republican party in the great states of
Pennsylvania, Ohio and New Yorkis
divided inte two bitterly bostile camps,
warriog, not for a principle, bat for the
sopremacy of perscnal bosses. While
democrats are hardly sanguine encugh
§> expect the fight between the Quay
and anti-Quay factions in Pennsylvania
to resnltin the electoral vote of that state
being cast for the democratic cendidate,

ers of Foraker and those of Sherman
and McKinley, in Obio. and of the Flatt
and anti-Platt republicans in New York
will result m landing both of those
atates in the demoeratic colomn mext
year.

There are five novels published every
day in England and ths U, 8., and a
great majority of the books read are
movels. Men of all professions have
written novels, some of the greatest men
of the day.

“A novel is a picture of & hnman life,”
whatever else it brings out. Novels are
realistic andjidealistic,each of which the
gpeaker fully explained. The character
of the novel sometimes depends on the
reader. The novels of different natione
were discussed. The French novel is
read by married people, while the Amer-
ican movel is read by boys and girls.

Western silver republicans have oul-
lined an interesting program to be pur=
sued in Lhe next national republican
convention. Today a Western republi-
can of national prominence, who arrived
in Washiogton two days ago, disciosed
the program ol the silver wen’in all ite
details,and it issoaudacious as to startle
the politieal managers here. The plan,
ho says, was agreed upon at a coriference
of Western szenators Jast month. The
eenators and other Western republican
leaders who paiticipated in the compact
represent the Weetern silver states, and
profees to be able to control the delega-
tions to the next republican convention
from those atates.
