§18 for an iron bedstead which sells here
for $3 50, and which counld be imported
into Mexico, plus freight and daty, for
$7. Then the stupid peon pays 48 cents
for kerosens that sells in this country
according to the Chicago Times-Herald,
at 12 cents, but just where it sells in this
country for 12 centa is not vouchsaled.
The editor of The Tribane pays $1 00 for
ab-gallon can. However, a little die-
crepancy like that makes no difference;
80 per cent is a small matter wlen gold-
bugs argue for their side.
