Joe
Is a nice, clever gentleman, and has met
the fate of poor Tray. He has been caught 
In bad company. Since the times when it 
was part of the Marshal’s duties, in fact 
his chief one, to keep a list of good Demo­
crats for denunciation to the government 
and the Union Leagues, the Territorial 
Marshals have been compelled to eke out 
a precarious livelihood by speculating in 
Court expenses and enforcing the provis­
ions of the “ Act of Congress for the preser­
vation of timber useful for building a 
navy.”

I he 
call finished, the result was announced:—

having* voted, Wiltz was declared elected 
and the oath of office was administered.— 
Many Republican members had left the 
house. The rest started to go, when the 
speaker directed the sergeant-at-arms to 
allow no one to go out. A  clerk was elect­
ed and the swearing in of members began, 
the sergeant-at-arms experiencing some 
trouble in preventing the exodus of Re­
publican members. Gen. Do Trobriand 
was sent for and at the-request of the spea­
ker he cleared the lobbies oi police and 
spectators. Gen. De Trobriand asked that 
Vigors, former clerk of the Mouse, should read some letters which he presented.— 
Tresevant the newly elected clerk object­
ed. The Gen. then asked that as he was 
unable to judge who was clerk of the 
House, his Adjutant should read tile let­
ters. The Vdjutani then read the letters, 
one of which stated to the Gen. that an il­
legal body was sitting as a House of Rep­
resentatives, and that Mr. Vigors, clerk, 
would furnish a list of those members who 
had been duly elected, and as such been 
returned by the returning board. Another 
letter requested the Gen. to eject those 
members who had not been returned as 
elected by the board.

The chairman of the committee on elec­
tions submitted a report declaring eight 
members, whose names were given, and 
who were ( ejected by tho returning board, 
elected. Gen. de Trobriand experienced 
some difficulty in ascertaining whom of 
the members were rejected by the return- 
ing board.' Finally, by the aid of Hugh 
Campbell, Militia General, Vigors, clerk 
of the last House, succeeded iu finding six, 
who were each taken out into inlothe lob­
by between two soldiers, as they, by advice 
of the speaker, refused to go without force 
being used. They entered a formal protest 
against the act of Gen. de Trobriand, who 
ordered Vigors to call the roí!. Speaker 
Wiltz refused to permit Vigors to occupy 
the Clerk’s place, and ordered the sergeant 
at-arms to remove him. Geifv de Trobri­
and declared that this was no organized 
Legislature and that Wiltz was no speaker 
and ordered two soldiers to escort Vigors 
to the clerk’s place, which was done.

Speaker Wiltz then rose and briefly re­
counted the acts of the day.—He protested 
against the outrages committed upon free 
citizens, declared that Louisiana was no 
longer a sovereign State, that she had no 
longer a republican form of government, 
and concluded by calling on the represen­
tatives of the State to retire witn him be­
fore this show of arms. The Democratic 
representatives, headed toy Wiltz, then 
marched out of the hall and out of the 
Stati) House to No. 71, St. Louis street, fol­
lowed by a large crowd, who cheered hear­
tily.

Arrived at the hall Wiltz,In response to 
a call, briefly related the circumstances of 
the occupation of the hall by soldiers. He 
then called the members together and ad­
journed till 4¡30/ After the retirement of 
the Democratic Representatives the Re* 
publican members, who had returned to 
the hall, organized by the election of Ex* 
Gov. Halm as speaker and adjourned tiil 
to-morrow.

New Y ork, Jan. 5.— The Tribune de­
nounces military interference in New Or­
leans yesterday as tiie greatest outrage 
that has ever been practiced upon the citi­
zens o ía  State. The minority of a legisla­
ture, never elected by the people, but fois­
ted upon them by barefaced' fraud, with­
out regard to anything but the necessity 
of a wicked and corrupt ring of politicians, 
sits in New Orleans under the protection 
of Federal bayonets, undertakes to legis­
late for the State. Nothing in history, not 
even the great conspiracy by which bor­
der ruffians undertook to seize the Terri* 
tory and State of Kansas, can furnish any 
parallel to this crowning indignity of the 
Federal adminisiration.

The Times avoids endorsing or approv­
ing the- proceedings. It Says: “ Troops
were called in to remove persons not mem­
bers of the Assembli', and their comman­
der included in that number certain Dem­
ocrats not named by the Returning Board, 
but who had been admitted by tiie Demo­
crats who were so named. To this the 
Democrats, who seem to have been in the 
minority of those present endorsed by 
tiie Returning Board, protested.

The 
rule is that of tiie musket, the sword and 
a central authority, and everybody knows 
it.

The Picayune says: “ For the first time 
in the history oi the United States, armed 
soldiers have invaded a legislative hall 
and bayonets have been used to expel rep­
resentatives of the people from their seats. 
No one ever dreamed that the President 
had the right to employ the army for the 
purpose oi shaping the organization of a 
State legislature. In this case, there was 
no emergency such as the law contempla­
tes; no call was made upon him through 
the channel which the law points, out.— 
There was no insurrection, no invasion.— 
The general assembly was in session-. It 
had not asked him to interfere, simply , 
but there was an organization of the House 
not'agreeable to Keiiogg, and upon Kel­
logg’s requisition the President sent forces 
to drag from their seats members whom 
Kellogg asserted had not been properly 
chosen, to constitute an organization un­
der his direction. There is no escape from 
this statement of facts.”

S itu ation  isi Mew O rlea n s.

The nows from Louisiana this 
morning is most discouraging. 
Again the authority of the Federal 
Executive is used to support the 
waning power of a minority Gover­
nor, for the second time the State 
Legislature is dispersed by the bay* 
onets of United States troops, and 
two bodies, each claiming to be the 
Assembly, are sitting in different 
halls. If the spectacle of Sunday 
was humilating and disgraceful, 
this last outrage may well call forth 
the angry protest of the whole peo­
ple.

When tli9 Louisiana Legislature 
met, last Monday morning, there 
were no indications of trouble. Not­
withstanding the scandalous con­
duct of the Returning Board in re­
versing by canvass the verdict of the 
people at the polls; there was a man­
ifest disposition on the part of the 
aggrieved people to sulmiit quietly 
until relief could be hadthrough the 
legislative branch of the government 
Kellogg had telegraphed to the 
President for more troops, and. the 
President had honored his requisi­
tion. So on Monday morning the 
State House was guarded by squads 
of United States soldiers and Metro-
pblitan police. The Legislature as*
sembled and the lower house was 
duly organized. The usual formali­
ties seemed to have been complied 
with— such formalities as the ap­
pointment of a committee on cre­
dentials, the election of Sxieaker, 
Sergeant-at arms, Clerk, etc.

An officer wearing the uniform of 
the United States srmy appears on 
the floor of the House and asks that 
certain let.ters be read by the Clerk 
of the last House. Objection being 
made, he orders a file of soldiers to 
remove the officer elect of the House 
and install Vigors, the former Clerk. 
This is done at the point of United 
States bayonets. The committee on 
credentials presents its report de­
claring certain persons duly elected 
and entitled to seats. Vigors, the 
usurping Clerk, presents a pretended 
list of members. The Federal offi­
cer, Goneral de Trobriand, announ­
ces that these constitute the House 
of Representatives of Louisiana, and 
commands all those whose names do 
not appear an Vigors’ list to leave 

,tne floor, They decline, and are 
forcibly expelled by the troops. This 
is done at the point of United States 
bayonets. The Federal officer next 
orders Vigors to call the roll, and 
Speaker Wiltz directs the Sergeant» 
at-Arms to remove Vigors. Again 
the Federal authority -intervenes. 
With a wave of his sword the soldier 
Speaker declares “ this no Legisla­
tive and Wiltz no Speaker.” There-upon the Conservative members
withdraw.

Throughout this narrative we have 
assumed that the troops which ac­
complished this outrage (for it is 
nothing less than an outrage of the 
most atrocious and dangerous char­
acter) were United States soldiers. 
The commenta of the New Orleans 
press clearly indicate this to be true.

Every thinking man will at once 
recognize these proceedings as ex­
traordinary and without precedent 
in law. The Constitution of Louisi­
ana makes each house of the Legis­
lature judge of the election and qual­
ification of its members. It does not
confer upon any Returning Board,
much less on a United States army 
officer, any power to decide who 
shall and who shall not be admitted 
to seats in the Legislature. The sole 
function of the Returning Board is 
to canvass the vote, detect irregular­
ities and submit their findings to 
tho legislative branch of the State 
government, After that, each house 
can under the Constitution, admit 
contestants who have been rejected 
by the Board. The lower house had 
exercised this constitution preroga­
tive, it seems, and certain persons 
who had been declared not elected 
by the Returning Board, had been 
declared elected by the committee 
on credentials. Just here the Fed­
eral authority intervenes, pronoun­
ces upon the law and the facts, drives 
Representatives from their seats and 
installs iu their places the willing 
tools of a corrupt and vicious Execu-* 
tive. Gen. de Trobriand was obey­
ing the orders of a superior officer—  
the General commanding the D e­
partment of the Gulf. That com­
manding' General is subject, to the 
orders of the Secretary of War, and 
the Secretary of War receives his in­
structions from the ¿’resident. It is 
thus made possible for a President 
at Washington to make and unmake 
Legislature in distant Sta*es; to tear 
down and build up State govern­
ments, aud shape the local policy 
and destiny of communities to his 
own pleasure. If our statement of 
the facts be correct, then in the 
scenes of Monday President Grant, 
be it wittingly or unwittingly, ap­
peared in the character of another 
Cromwell, dispersing the parliament 
of a sovereign State by no right save 
’the right of the strongest. In all 
eandor, being deeply impressed with 
the national significance of the events 
xip’.v transpiring in theSouih, we ask 
if such tilings are possible in Louis­
iana. are they not ajso possible in

where our armies have abolished lib 
erty. There is no help. The peo­
ple of the North can not be roused; 
the people of the South must not be. 
So the “ Republican” Legislature 
(what a misnomer!) must be organ­
ized at the tap of the drum, and pop­
ular self-government be once more 
trampled out in the South. “ O, 
Liberty! what crimes are done in thy 
name!”

But the 
financial, commercial, agricultural, 
religious, and social condition of the 
millions of his fellow citizens resi* 
ding without the environs of ’ his 
mighty empire of a few mfles in area 
is a sealed book he has never opened 
its pages to enquire within; he knows 
nothing of it; put him to the test and 
you will fiud he knows more about' 
the condition of the Berbers of 
Northern Africa than he does about 
the people in the neighboring coun­
ty. We turn away from the conteim 
plation of this human superficiality 
of which there are thouands to turn 
to the practical and common-sense 
man, who wishes to be informed as 
to the pursuits, condition, and pros­
pects of the people of his own and 
immediate State and county. He finds 
in the rural paper the information he 
seeks. The country organ is to him 
the camera lucida -which faithfully 
portrays all that occurs; it is iu a 
great measure the reflex of the char­
acter of the people comprising the 
country wherein it is published. But 
what is the interest which even he 
derives from it, compared to that 
which is felt and entertained by the 
country people themselves? It is 
everything to them. In it is found 
news which they alone, probably 
can appreciate and understand; in­
formation regarding their friends 
and neighbors, the condition of the 
crops and market quotations, which 
to the farmer and tradesman in the 
country is of primary importance; 
matters of local consideration where­
in they are interested, and a hundred 
and one different things which affect 
and interest them, both privately and 
publicly. The country organ per­
forms another function which can 
only be effectually done v by it. As 
a medium for advertising it offers 
facilities which are unsurpassed. By 
it the farmer, the laborer, and the 
mechanic become acquainted with 
the gi/iods and wares of the trades­
man; they learn where they can pur­
chase what they desire, and at the 
lowest prices. The county newspa* 
per is to a county what nutricions 
food is to a convalescent; it helps to 
build it up and develop all that is 
good in it. The county that is with­
out one is like a waste plain without 
elevation, from which a person de­
siring to examine the surroundings 
can make no observation.— San Ma­
teo (Cal.) Times.
