Last week we published the correspond­
ence between Col. Chapman and the Eng­
lish Capitalists, and this week we publish 
a letter from the Col. in relation to the 
same subject. The news contained in 
these articles are meagre, but taken alto­
gether we conceive it is rather favorable. 
We have no doubt but what the people of 
Portland and Wasco and Umatilla Coun­
ties will raise the funds necessary to make 
the survey and estimates necessary, and 
as required by the English Company, and 
all competent judges say that the cost of 
the building o f the road, including the 
rolling stock necessary for complete run­
ning order, will not exceed 830,000 per 
mile, and if this should prove to be the 
case by the survey ordered made, there 
can be no doubt but what work will be 
commenced on the road at an early day. 
When the survey is completed to Uma­
tilla, and accepted, then the citizens east 
at that point will be called upon to do 
their part to make the survey and estima­
tes to Baker City. We hope and believe 
that our citizens will contribute their 
quota in aid of this much desired and 
greatly needed work. They are not asked 
to give as a donation but will receive their 
certificates for what they contribute, and 
the amount will be returned to them in 
in stock or other equivalents, besides, 
they will be repaid in ten fold by the 
increase o f their property and the price of 
everything they may raise for market, 
and when the road is in course of con­
struction and after it is completed they 
will receive cash down for everything 
they may have to sell. The Colonel de­
serves great credit for the untiring energy 
ho has displayed in the matter of bringing 
this great work to a successful point and 
now, as heretofore, our people should aid 
him. Let us all do our duty.

light in the Navy, Interior, War, Treasury, 
Justice, and Post Office Departments, that 
examination of the people’s treasure should 
be searching in every respect.

FR E IG H T ON T H E  COLUMBIA.

T H E  L A S T  T R E A S U R Y  R O B B E D .

The New York Sun of June 8th, says: 
While a great many theories have been con­
veniently set up at Washington about the 
mysterious disappearance of a package con­
taining ninety-five 5500 bills, and intended 
for the Park Bank of this city, the bottom 
fact remains that the money was stolen from 
the cash room of the Treasurer of the Uni- 

' ted States, and that the theft rests among 
six employers who occupied it.

This and other packages were put up on 
last Wednesday morning, and passed through 
tho usual routine before 10 o’clock. No dis­
covery was made until near 3 o’clock that 
day, when the packages -were checked off to 
be delivered to the Adams Express. So that 
five hours had elapsed before the depart­
ment had any knowledge of the robbery, or 
-could take steps to investigate it.

The parcel was small enough to be easily 
-concealed about the person, and the thief 
had abundant time to carry it off without at­
tracting the least attention, especially if he 
was familiar with the habits of the office, 
as is now generally believed. With these 
advantages, it is not surprising that the 
Treasury magnatos and their wonderful de- 

- teetives have not yet struck the trail of this 
robbery.

Large as the loss is, it will be more com­
pensated if a thorough overhauling of the 
Treasury is a result of the present sensation. 
Mr. Spinner’s office has been robbed more 
than once before et tens of thousands of dol­
lars by clerks holding the closets personal 
and official relations with him. And it is 
notorious that the banks have been fleeced 
through that oftice, by pretended deficienc­
ies in packages of currency sent for redemp­
tion, which had been tested and verified so 
as to prevent any possibility of mistake. In 
no instance was an excess ever known to be 
reported. There was.no remedy against the 
Treasury count, and these losses had to be 
borne.

In 1873, bills of the denomination of $500, 
aggregating a tenth part of the whole circu­
lation of greenbacks, were called in on the 
plea of successful counterfeiting, which could 
only be detected by Treasury experts." The 
whole power of deciding between the genu­
ine and counterfeit notes was thus confined 
to a few experts, who, if venal, might dis­
credit the genuine in order to conceal an 
over-issue, or to create a panic in the money 
market.

When the rival Rings were contending for 
the printing of the notes last winter, the de­
partment maintained that counterfeiting was 
impossible on account o f the fibrous paper 
used, which was the exclusive property of 
the Government. In answer to that official 
assertion, one of the companies produced a 
hundred sheets of this identical paper, and 
it was shown that the hills of $500 denom­
ination which had been condemned as spur _ 
ious were printed upon it.

Congress has on various occasions indem­
nified Mr. Spinner and other public officers 
for the thievery of their subordinates, so 
that the bonds given to protect the Treasury 
against such losses have escaped the penal­
ties and saddle the burden on the taxpayers. 
As a necessary consequence of this laxity, 
crime has been encouraged, the system of 
accountability has been loosened, and enor­
mous sums have been stolen.

This experience makes it indispensable 
that the count o f public money in the Treas­
ury vaults, which must take place when the 
new Treasurer comes in, should be rigid, 
thorough, and open, instead of being formal 
eareless, and secret, as has been practice. 
Who knows how many counterfeits are hid­
den among the packages endorsed as con' 
taining a given number of thousands?

Strong suspicions exist in the public mind 
of deficits, false reckoning, and spurious 
isgues. T h ey  may be wholly unfounded or 
partially true. It is only proper, therefore, 
after the developments already made, and 
r.be corruption which has been brought to

At the meeting, a short time since, the

and 12 miles down again, all out of the di­
rect line of transportation. .

3. We feel that we are overcharged on 
Our freights up the Columbia river, and 
more especially on agricultural imple­
ments and farming machinery.

4. Speaking for the settlers in the up- 
.per country, we say that we have been 
and are now dependent upon the O. S. N. 
Co., for carrying our freights to and from 
the country, and we feel that the rates 
heretofore and now charged are too high 
and a burden upon the country. We fur­
ther represent that under this burden the 
country has come to a stand still; and in 
fact is loosing in population and capital.

To each and all o f these queries, as 
above propounded, Capt. Ainsworth, 
speaking for the O. S. N. Co., returned fa­
vorable answers. Generally the interview 
between the steamboat gentlemen and 
the Grangers was pleasant, and the parties 
separated in excellent humor and well
pleased with each other

O H IO  D E M O C R A C Y .

A special dispatch from Columbus of 
June 17th says the Democratic State Con­
vention to-day was tho largest ever held 
in Ohio. The following ticket was nomi­
nated: For Governor, W m. Allen; Lieut.

O. Ashburn; Auditor, E. M. Green; Treas­
urer, J. Schriver; Attorney Genera!, T. E. 
Powell. The following platform was adop. 
ted: Sacred adherence to the principles 
of the Government putin practical opera­
tion by the fathers of tire Republic; pro­
tection of all citizens, without regard to 
race or color; that the President’s service 
should be limited to one term, at a salary 
of $25,000 per year; retrenchment iu every 
department of government; no grants of 
land or money to railroad, steamship or 
other companies; preservation of the pub­
lic land for actual settlers; that the vol­
ume o f currency be made and kept equal 
to the wants of trade; that national bank 
circulation be permanently retired and le­
gal tenders issued in their place; estab­
lishment of a system of free banks of dis­
count and deposits; denounce the Repub­
lican platform as an insult to the intelli- 
gontpeople of Ohio, and a base appeal to 
sectarian prejudices.

E d ito r  De m o c r a t :—A break in tho v i ­
cinity of Long Creek, on the line o f the 
Burnt River D itch, occurred on Sunday 
last, causing the temporary suspension of 
a full head of water for a few days—the 
Water will probably be in camp, however, 
to-morrow. The Ditch has been thorough­
ly cleaned out its entire length this season, 
and is now in splendid condition, and, 
though the work has delayed the water 
three weeks later than anticipated, it will 
result beneficially to both ditch owners 
and miners, as it will give a longer run of 
water in the fall season, and will ba less 
liable to breakages from ice-jams. Ever 
since the occupancy of the Garden of Eden 
by Mr. *  Mrs. Adams, there have been 
growlers and grumblers on the sphere we 
inhabit, and probably will continue to be 
to an Indefinite period.
