The Portland, Dalles and SalriLake rail 
road enterprise is deservedly popular no 
one will question, and that its popularity 
arises not because that it affords its projec­
tors a foundation for scheming speculation 
and unearned gains, hut because that its 
necessity and absolute value to the nation 
and to the empire of country through and 
into which it is projected is equally true. 
Without any material aid from the United 
States beyond the right of way, lands for de­
pots, stations, and timber and material for 
construction, and only aid from the State to 
the extent of the swamp land and 5 per cent, 
fund, and the relinquishment from tax for 
twenty years; nevertheless, such are its sur­
roundings and promise of paying returns, 
as that it presents itself to capitalists as a 
real enterprise worthy of consideration.

We are lim­
ited in the issue oi bonds to the extent of 
$30,000 per mile, of which the syndicate are 
to have $28,000 per mile; and $2,000 per 
mile are retained or appropriated to the pay­
ment of expenses such as these.

It is desirable to dis­
pose of the matter with as much dispatch as 
possible.
