TH E V IR T U E  M INE.

The Owyhee Avalanche of June 24th says, 
the mineissituated near Baker City, Orogon, 
and is at present attracting considerable at­
tention both at home and abroad. The ore 
is entirely of a gold bearing character, the 
bullion being 940 fine and worth §19,50 per 
ounce. The Company have a magnificent 
20-stamp mill in close proximity to the 
mine. The ore is run from the mine direc­
tly into the mill, which does away with the 
expense of hauling. Mike Hyde, formerly 
o f Fairview, is Superintendent of the Virtue. 
He is a gentleman of extensive practical ex­
perience in quartz mining, and we predict 
that he will have the Virtue on the list of 
dividend-paying mines as soon as he gets it 
in proper shape for yielding ore. Mr. Hyde 
passed through here on his way home from 
San Francisco a couple of days ago, and in­
formed us that he has a new and complete 
set of heavy hoisting machinery on the way. 
He shipped it from San Francisco to Port­
land and thence up the Columbia to Uma­
tilla, from which place it is being brought 
up by teams to Baker City. By that route, 
the freight from San Francisco to Baker 
■City is only 4 h  cents per pound. As soon 
.as the new hoisting works are ready for op­
eration, the sinking of a new shaft will be 
commenced 500 feet east of the ledge on the 
surface, which will tap it at a depth of 1,500 
feet. The ore taken out of shaft, winzes 
and drifts, without any stoping, very nearly 
paid the expenses-oi working the mine dur­
ing the past winter. The schute of pay-ore 
is known to extend at least 1,200 feet along 
the ledge, and when it is properly opened 
And stoping commenced, big bullion ship­
ments are expected, The minéis splendid­
ly situated for working. Living is cheap, 
and wood only costs §5 per cord delivered at 
the mill and mine.

T H E  G R A N G E R S .

The following resolutions were unani­
mously adopted by the General Council 
of the P. of H., of Eastern Oregon, Eastern 
Washington and Idaho Territory, which 
assembled at Walla W alla on the 7th In­
stant, and adjourned after four days ses­
sion.

R e so lv e d , That it is the opinion of the 
. representatives of the subordinate Gran­
ges of Eastern Oregon, Eastern Washing­
ton and Idaho Territory in General Coun­
cil assembled, that the building of locks 
around the Cascades and the Dalles of the 
Columbia River by the General Govern­
ment, is the only feasible means for open­
ing up the settlement and profitable culti­
vation o f  the vast and beautiful tracts o f 
productive agricultural country lying be­
tween the Cascades and the Rocky f o u n ­
tains; and the order As particularly re­
quested to use all honorable means con­
sistent with the organization of the Pa­
trons of Husbandry to procure the proper 
legislation; and the president and secre­
tary are requested to furnish the Repré­
sentative and Senators from Oregon and 
the Delegate from Washington Territory 
with »  copy oi this resolution , and request

their favorable co-operation in the Con­
gress of the United States; and also request 
the subordinate Granges to ask their mem­
bers elect to the legislatures to memoral- 
ize Congress on the same matter. Also, 
that the State Grange, (soon to assemble,) 
petition Congress on the same subject 
and request the Master thereof to bring 
the subject before the next National 
Grange and request that body to petition 
Congress to make an apportionment for 
the work.

New Settlers foe Oregon.—The Port­
land Bulletin says, wearied by a long journ­
ey, and arriving in a strange land, the im­
migrants in all parts of the State should be 
liberally dealt with, until they can become 
settled. A majority of those coming to 
Oregon this Spring are able to buy lands or 
engage in other business, but will of course 
take time to look about tbem before em­
barking in any permanent undertaken. All 
old settlers who desire the settlements of the 
unoccupied districts should render these 
strangers all the aid they can in giving reli­
able information that may lead to advanta»- 
geous settlement and investment of capital. 
There is also a class of immigrants who 
come hers depending upon their labor for a 
livelihood, that should be aided as far as pos­
sible. A good impression make oil these 
coming this year will be the best advertise­
ment of the ¡State which can possible be 
sent abroad.

The treaty was agreed to at Fort Lincoln 
on the,20th of May, and is signed by St. 
Carlin. John Burke andL. D Sperry, agents 
on the part of the Indians. The parties to 
the treaty agree to cease depredations upon 
one another and to confine themselves to the 
limits of Standing Rock agency. These 
Indians never entered into any kind of a 
treaty with the Government before.

Washington, June 25. -Judge Spence, as­
sistant attorney general of the postoffice de­
partment, has furnished an opinion to the 
postmaster general, taking the ground that 
postmasters are liable on their bond for los­
ses of government property while in tlieir 
possession. The occasion of this decision 
was the loss of a registered package contain­
ing S2C0 worth ofstamps in transit through 
the Boston postoffice. It is the first time 
that an opinion has been given holding post­
masters responsible on their bonds for the 
loss of government property passing through 
the postoffiee.

_ Men who. are still full of the fury of tbs 
civil war are ten times more mtrnerous at 
the North than at the South. As for the 
people generally of the latter section, they 
have settled down on their land and in their 
business, and only ask permission to live, 
raise crops and buy Northern goods. Now 
and then some unforgiving fire-eater can be 
found: some man who lost all he had and bur­
ied all his kin in the struggle—but as a rule 
they are few indeed. It has been the fash­
ion to represent Jefferson Davis as a malig­
nant malcontent and to typify the unsatis­
fied Southerners in. hlra. He has been term­
ed the great irreconcilable. Mr. Davis 
has taken his own tune in which to vindi­
cate his position and reply to his revilors. 
His recent speech in Texas has come to cov­
er them with confusion. In these remarks,
