Large bath tubs are pleasant and conven­
ient, but not indispensable to the proper 
cleansing of the skin. A  speedy sponging 
of the body in warm water, follow ed by 
friction in pure air, is all that is necessary.

especially on retiring, it relieves nervous­
ness, equalizes the circulation, and induc­
es quiet sleep. Mothers, above all, should 
see that their children are well bathed. 
If their skins arc kept active and healthy 
there w ill not be half tne danger from fe­
ver, cold and eruptive diseases. If your 
little one is cross or troublesome and finds 
occupation that pleases it, try the effect of 
a baui; sometimes it is magical, and if tir­
ed, it will go to sleep and awaken bright, 
cheerful and happy. Do not, though- as I 
have seen some parents do, plunge a child 
into water, when it screams and shrinks 
from  it, thinking you are doing a good 
deed. Nature must he the guide; if your 
child has a nervous constitution, a shock 
of this kind is on ly  exhausting and inju­
rious.
