They
tieat the great public tius:s a8 mere pul-
sonal conveniences, to be enjoyed for the
salarivs they yivld and the opportuniiies
of acquiring wealth.
. If wny leading merchant, manufacturer,
or banker shouid carry on bis busivess as
that of the Goveinment Is conducled, cer-
taln discrediv and nnal rumm wouid be in-
avitable. Just suppose Mr. sStewari and
all his partners aubandoning thelr whole-
sale upd 1etail trade at the begiviing i
summer, and never goiug neur either for
four months, relying enitirely upon the
clerks tuo manuge Il during this periodical
absence, wuat would be the resuit ? The
supposition .s violent because they are ca-
pable and practical men, wilo huve amas-
sed fortune by strict iutegrity, constunt
care, and Adelity to all threir ubligations,
Just as thousamds of others have done
here and elsewhere by the practice of
these homely virtues.
