An Iron Max.—'The dispatches intimate that De­
lano’s successor in the Secretaryship of the Interior 
will be Mr. Coleman, of Pennsylvania. They go 
further, in telling us “ what manner of man he is,” 
and somewhat ambiguously declare far back in the 
history of this country Coleman’s ancestors settled 
in the territory now known as the Keystone State, 
on a tract of land which contained immense depos­
its o f iron ore, and “ that ore has made the present 
Coleman. >’ Let us hope that enough of the miner­
al was used in the construction of his spinal column 
to enable him to withstand the horde o f grabbers 
and swindling contractors who beset his predecess­
or. As another qualification for the responsible 
position, it is said Coleman is “ rich beyond tempt­
ation.”

M URDERER AR RESTED .

A dispatch dated Winnemucca, Neva­
da, October 1st, says: A year ago last Au­
gust, a man named Walker, who was 
traveling afoot in search of employment, 
stopped one evening at Rattlesnake sta­
tion, on the Winnemucca and Idaho 
road. The proprietor of the station, nam­
ed Bates, offered him employment mow- 
ing, which he accepted. Bates was pro­
ceeding to get supper for Walker when 
Robert Douglas, a man employed as hos­
tler by the N. W. Stage Co., invited Wal­
ker to eat with him and save Bates the 
trouble of cooking. Walker accepted, 
and went with Douglas, but iu a few mo­
ments returned and remarked that he 
was a strange man, to invite him to eat 
supper, and, without provocation, threat­
en to kill him the moment he began to 
eat. At this juncture Douglas appeared 
with a shotjgun and shot Walker dead.— 
Douglas mounted a stage horse and es­
caped to the next station, where he left 
the horse and effected his escape by pub­
lic conveyance to Boise City, thence to 
Kelton, being assisted, he now says, by 
several prominent men In getting out of 
the country. An inquest was held on the 
murdered man. In his pocket letters 
were found by which It was ascertained 
that his name was Walker, and a wallet 
containing §160 in money. Platt Burr, 
than engaged in building the Nevada and 
Northern telegraph line, obtained poss­
ession of the money and still retains it.— 
This cold-blooded , unprovoked murder of 
a way-faring man created great excite­
ment, and had the teamsters on the Win­
nemucca and Nevada road caught the 
murderer they would have saved Oregon, 
where the crime was committed, the ex­
pense of a trial. The governor of Oregon 
took great interest in the affair, ¡¡and urg­
ed the authorities to spare uo pains or ex­
pense in tracking the murderer and bring­
ing him to justice. Sheriff Boyd, of Baker 
County, two weeks ago learned his where, 
abouts, and Douglas was arrested in the 
employ of the Salt Lake and Helena Stage. 
Co., and brought to Winnemucca last 
night. Sheriff Nash started with him for 
Oregon this morning. Douglas does not 
deny the crime, but says it was done in 
self defense.-

Since the above was in type, Sheriff
Boyd has arrived with his man.--------------- -----------------------.

LAN E AN D  FREE SCHOOLS.

The Salem Mercury says, for making capi­
tal out of nothing and sticking to it for the 
truth commend us to the Radical papers of 
this State. They have nothing to fight Mr. 
Lane with except falsehoods and when they 
are refuted these papers reiterate them. 
They have been trying to make the school 
question an issue in the campaign although 
National politics and elections have nothing 
to do with it. They have charged Mr. Lane 
as being opposed to free schools, yet in his 
opening campaign speech in this city he 
said that the charges were falsa, and that he 
was a aupporter of free schools and was de. 
cidely in favor of their continuance; that 
they were the corner stoics o f  free govern­
ment and the palladium of human liberties.

Mr. Lane has declared in favor of free 
schools,and against the division of the school 
fund for sectarian purposes, in every stamp, 
and yet the Radical papers pretending to 
represent truth aud justice are continuing 
to charge that he is still against the common 
school system of America.

They began to early iu the battle in manu­
facturing these falehoods against Mr. Lane. 
The people are finding out that there is no 
truth in them and the tide is beginning to 
run in favor of Lane which will sweep him 
into the Halls of Congress on the first 
Monday o f Decmber next.

California L egislature.— The political 
status of the next legislature will he about as 
follows: Senate, democrats, 23; republicans, 
7; independents, 9; Assembly, democrats,65; 

On joint 
ballot the democrats will have a majority of 
46 oyer both the other parties.

From Henry Woodward, who has just 
returned from Coose Bay, the Plaind uler 
learns that very rich quartz has been 
found on Johnson's creek, near the head- 
waters of the CbquUle, and that numerous 
mining parties are going out in search of 
the precious metal.

He has been losing ground since his first 
speeeh at Jacksonville. The Dallas Itemizer, 
a neutral paper published at the Dallas, is 
supposed to represent things as they are and 
to the disadvantage of no one, says Warren s 
speech at that place on last Thursday “ was a 
grand failure;” That his ignorance was be­
yond what any of his friends thought. In 
iact that his own party friends were com­
pletely disgusted with him, so much so that 
lie would get but few votes iu Old Polk. 
That paper also says that the contest has nar­
rowed down between Lane and Whitney, and 
that Warren is out of the fight. This is the 
feeling that seems to prevail in every locality 
where the candidates have spoken. Let the 
Democrats stand firm and together. Let us 
give a strong pull and we will send Lane to 
Congress by a majority running into the 
thousands. Hurrah for Lane and fiee 
schools.

St. L o u is , Sept. 28.—R. K.  Turner, 
whose arrest and conveyance to Califor­
nia, Missouri, charged with forging deeds 
to a large quantity of land, was reported 
in these dispatches a few days ago, pub­
lishes a card which state that his prose­
cution In this case is carried on by parties 
interested in a suit of ejectment, involv­
ing half a million dollars worth of proper­
ty in Chicago and people of the state of 
Missouri, and that this proseculion is in­
tended to influence the iitgationin Chica­
go.

New Orleans, Sept. 28.—Galveston ad­
vises from Brazoria, dated the 23d,. con­
firm reports first received from Matagor­
da. The town was washed away, except­
ing only four houses, which remain stan­
ding. No lives lost The people were sa­
ved by clinging to cedar trees in the vicin­
ity. At the town of Columbia twenty 
houses houses were blown down. No 
lives reported lost. One man was killed 
at Chenango by a fallingtree. Many plan­
tations have been greatly damaged, and 
some literally torn to pieces. Sugar- 
houses, gin-houses, fences and everything 
partially or wholly blown down. Thegreat 
losses cannot be correctly reported. Later 
information from Matagorda say at a 
meeting of citizens there the following 
were appointed a committee to receive 
and distribute to the suffering people: 
Galen Hodges, W. S. Stewart and R. G. 
Chesman. The committee report to the 
country at large that the greater portion 
of the town of Matagorda is laid in ruins, 
and that not a single citizen of the town 
has escaped serious injury to his property.

Many of them are entirely houseless, 
without the necessities of life or means to 
build a shelter over their heads. Our 
court-house is somewhat damaged, hut 
can be repaired without great expense.

The Odd Fellows' hall is a total loss, the 
Episcopal church nearly so. All theship- 
ping at this point is stopped or seriously 
damaged. No lives lost in the town. In 
Kenney’s prairie, as far as we are able to 
learn, twenty-one persons were lost, and 
their property all destroyed. On the up­
per peninsula twenty-one persons were 
swept into the gulf and drowned, and all 
their property an entire loss. We have as 
yet heard of no deaths on the lower pe­
ninsula, but almost the entire desiruction 
of houses and olher property.

“ DeCrow’s point has not yet been heard 
from, nor the town of Palaccre. We have 
not heard anything definite from Trespal- 
acios yet. We hear of great destruction of 
properly on the east side of the Golorada 
river, but no lives lost. We have not yet 
heard from Carris above Captain Duncan’s 
plantation, but are satisfied from here to 
the mouth there has been an entire loss of 
crops, houses, cabins, gin and sugar hous­
es, etc, and five lives lost as far as heard 
from. We request the Galveston News, 
Houston, Austin, San Antonio and other 
Texas papers, also those of New York, 
Boston, Chicago and St. Louis to publih 
these proceedings, and suoh other papers 
as feel an interest in the cause of suffering 
humanity. Such as may feel able and 
disposed to help our suffering people will 
send forward iheir contributions of money 
or provisions to the committee above na­
med.”

N e w  Y o r k  D e m o c r a c y .—The New 
York State Convention met in Syracuse 
®n the 17th. A large attendance was pres­
ent, and great enthusiasm manifested.

The platform is a.good one, containing 
hard money, free trade and oiher resolu­
tions worthy of the party adopting them.

Gov. Tilden’s administration was en­
dorsed. John Bigelow was nominated for 
Secretary of State; Lucius Robinson for 
Comptroller; Chas. S. Fairchild for Attor­
ney-General; Chas. N. Ross for State 
'1 reasurer, awcj, John D. Van Buren for 
State Engineer/ The Democracy of the 
Empire State are sanguine of success, and 
with such a ticket and platform they 
ought to be.

B rashear, Sept. 28—Tho steamer Harris, 
from Barzos, and Marry, from Itoclcport, ar­
rived this morning. They report no damage 
by the storm at either port.

Galveston, Sept. 28—The following ad­
ditional particulars are received from the 
south of Brazos river: The number of per­
sons known to have lost their lives between 
the peninsula and Barnard are fifty-seven. 
Later information from Trinity river says 
three schooners are high and dry in fields 
naar the fork of Double & White’s bayous. 
In the Trinity the water had swept over caue 
12 feet above the bank of the river. Near 
the mouth of Wallesville the land is low and 
swampy. 1 he first house about the mouth 
was formely owned by Dr. Phoelan, occupi­
ed by negroes. The house was entirely car­
ried aw.ay; not a vestige of it is to be seen. 
Ther were nine negvo occupants, and eight 
of the number were drowned.

A  “ B A R R E N ”  V I C T O R Y .

Do Principles Change.

The Eugene Guard says : Every Demo­
crat by education is taught as one of the 
cardinal points of his faith that principles 
never change. Other parties change, but 
tlie Democratic party, being based upon 
the eternal principles of truth and justice, 
cannot perish. Tnis has been the tneory 
for nearly a century. But at this late day 
we find Democrats who have concluded 
that principles can be changed, and that 
they are using all their influence and ef­
forts to do this. One of the doctrines em­
bodied in tlie Democratic articles of faith 
was that Congress has no.power to charter 
a national bank ; that such an institution 
was one of deadly hostility to the best in­
terests of the country ; dangerous to oui 
republican institutions and calculated to 
place the business of the country within 
ihe control of a concentrated money pow­
er. The Democratic National Convention 
which convened in Cincinnati in 1856 de­
clared that the results of Democratic legis­
lation on this and all other financial mea­
sures upon which issues have been made 
by the two political parties of the country 
have demonstrated to candid and practi­
cal men of all parties the soundness, and 
saftyand utility in all business pursuits of 
the foregoing- This departure in Ohio is 
not a new one, except as it is moved by the 
Democrats, who have heretofore opposed 
it Utterly and energetically. To advocate 
the disfranchisement of all foreigners and 
the repeal of all our naturalization laws 
would not be farther from the cherished 
principlesjof Democracy than to pronounce for a cheap currency. as has been done by 
the Democrats of Otiio and -Feuusylvania. 
The history of the past century is complete 
afgument against this new financial theo­
ry of our party. Jetlerson in his State 
papers never failed to add his testimony 
in favor of hard money as acurrency. The 
new deal demands that Government shall 
take it own promises to pay at par, and 
receive its money for alt debts. This is 
all right ; but the question is how can this 
be done b-. adding millions more of cur­
rency to the already large volume of that 
comparatively worthless article? It is 
not reasonable to suppose that such a 
course would increase he value of a pa­
per dollar, or decrease the value of a coin 
dollar. The action of the Democratic par­
ty in New York, which has repudiated 
this false theory will go far towaid settl­
ing this question. It is to be hoped that 
it will close out the inflationist and that 
our party can be united on a nard money 
piatiorm in 1876.

It. has filled the opponents of the Democracy 
with dismay, and the Oregonian is the first 
sheet that refers to this event as a “ barren 
victory.”
