ELDER MOSE KITE

His Halr Ereath Fscapes From Seen and
Unsesen Foes.
Troy Hanssd Chief, Jan. 18 1833,

Most of our older citizena well re-
member Mose Kite (who lived in
Petersburg Bottom), the hero of our
state’s early political history, who
was of stalwart build and powertful
physique; who in 1858 led s colony
of our people to Pike's Peak; who
fought the Indians on the plains and
was shot throngh the body; who on
his return here after the rebellion was
converted and baptized by Elder
Henshall, of the Christain church
at Patersburg Bottom, and became
a revival preacher of celebrity all
through this section. They will also
recall the fact that, attacked with
consumption and reduced to a skele-
ton, he was obliged to remove to the
rockies in the hope of saviug his life
None thought he would succeed.
Lanst fall, however, the editor of this
paper met him at the head of the
republican river, Biggerand more ro-
bust than ever. “Why, 1 thoaght
you had the consumption long, long
sgo Elder?”

“Me? I never had the consumption
man! though people thought that
was what ailed me, and I thought
so myeelf. But the dootors had sent
me on & wild-goose chase afier a
dozen other diseases, just as fatal and
this was the wildest one of all.”

The good Elder then recounted to
us, in a charming vein, bis many ad-
ventures in the rouzh and ready life
he bad led, “but,” he raid, “remark-
able a8 you may think my warlike
life has been, I have a much more
interesting story to tell you.”

Thev are most excellent helpers
if any loud vannting or enthusiastie
cheering is to be done; they ure zeal-
ous, extremely so in telling just how
the canse ought to be managed, con-
seuling (free of charge) Lo criticise
public men and parties, and assame
the role ot general fault findlers, but
when sacrifice or real work of any
kind is to be done, these gentlemen
experience a very sudden diminution
of temperance zeal—to put it plain—
ly, shirk! Profession is cheap 2and
words cost little, hence no wonder
that the temperance reform, like
every other, chould have its fair
proportion of hypocerites among its
ranks, and of demagogues and quacks
among its leaders. The man who is
always ready to speak, but never
ready to take hold and work, may
be set down in nine cases out of ten
as a fraud. Anpother inconsistency
that we have frequently pointed oat
iz the putting of increased power for
mischief into the hands of our oppon-

| ents by patronage,in one way or arc-

other, of liquor men and their busi-
ness, and the election of sich to the
position of trust and power. How a
man can be ardently attached to
temperance principles and to the
cause of temperance, and yet invari-
ably patronize, in a great mulitudeof
ways, lignor men in  preference to
temperance men, is not just easy to
sce, Men who make loud profassions
of temperance principles, and put
their vote and’ influence into the
hands of liquor men in place of tem-
perance men—who give their patrou-
age to taverns in preference te tem-
perance houses, will generally be re-
garded as frands, and the general
judgement of them will be correct,
Another inconsistency frequently
charged against us by liguor advo-
cates and opponents of prohibition is
this: storming the whole country and
our law makers, day and night, till
we get advanced laws on our statue
books, and then supinely folding our
hands as if our great work was done.
