SCIENTIFIC MISOELLANY.

Written eapressly for the Gizmrra by & celebrated
Eastern Sclentist,

Prof. Milne, the seismologist, declares
it to be his ingreasing conviction that thers
are ‘‘earthquakes” of so slow period that
neither observers nor orlinary instruments
record them. He is weging upon the
Japaness government the importance of es-
tablishing a series of obsarvatoriaa for study-
ing earthquakss and allied phenomenna,

The accidental discovery has besn made
by a French surgeon that lowsring the bead
aud raising the feet of pasiesnts who have
been treated with chloroform will cavse a
speedy return of consciousness; and it is
thought that an observance of that simple
fact will greatly lessen the danger atiend-
inz the use of anaesthetics.

An Eaplish tramway has commenced
running by electric scenmulztors—or *‘ator-
sge batteries”—a car capable of carrying
forty-six passsngers. The accumulators
