' Cnne orsheep Losing lliolr Wool. '

. There is no method or mcdicino
no feed or treatment that will arrest
the wool from falling Irom tho sheep
onoo it has bogun ; for tho reason that

.tho injury is done to tho fibre of the
wool long before it begins to fall out.
Tho wool, by some sickness or disease
or soma maltreatment in feeding, has

. been arrested in its continuous
growth, and is broken' or rotted, and

. when tho new growth of wool starts,
it puihos the old wool out till it drops.
Wo often hoar many wool-grower- s

say, 'I wonder what makes that shoep
cast its fleeco or drop its wool. It
lias baen treated as well as tho rest."
But tho' fact is it has had a bad spell
of somo kin J somo timo in tho fall,
and has been overlooked until tho
fleeco tells tho story. All tho grain
it will eat and tho best of hay won't
niako tho wool unite after it is
thus broken. Of courso tho sheep
that aro getting into the bout condi-
tion with tho grain feed nro only hur-
rying up to grow a new fleece, and
oro shoding their old rotten coat fast-

er than those that aro not ho well fed.
That is tho whole secret. Tho only
wjiy to save tho wool is to shear it
now and blanket the sheen, or keep
them under Cover till mild weather,
with good feed. - If they have any
skin disease, or are troubled with
ticks, you will then sou it, and bo pre-
pared "to apply tlio proper remedies.

Although they aro generally termed
Abyssinians (Ihblxshtvd) I have
Dover met w ith a truo high-cast- e Ab
yssinian girl those would bo thus
Hans j whereas all 1 have seen have
lceo Gallas, a Mohammedan race,
Many of those poor girls dio from
fatiguo on tho desert journey from
Uallabat to tho sea coast. Those
who reach Khartoum or tho towns of
Lower Egypt are sold to the wealthy,
and generally take a high position in
tho harems, often becoming the wives
of their purchasers. In the Soudan
I have mrt several tharming Abys-
sinian ladies, who, having married
European resident, have becomo per-
fectly civilized ; proving the raco is
capable of great advancement."
