Introduead within the living tisuess, it
produces destructive clinnges move rapidly
than any other known subwtance, and yet
it is harmless within ita own tissues, Hore-
in, n8 The Journal sugrests, it resemblos
the gustric juice, which digests all sub-
stantces exoept that of the stomach itself,

Like most other poisonous subwstances,
it is associated with more or less innoeu-
ous matter, from which the active princi-
ple can be separated by chemical annlysis
and obtained pure.

It has gencrally been supposed that
the malignant effoct of the poison was
due to an intense inflammation to which
it gave rise. But in inflanmation it is
principally the white corpuscles that
escape from the blood vesels, while
snake poison causes the bloxd to exude
unseparated. In the former case, also,
the blood strongly congulutes; in the
latter, it retains its Quidity,

The red blood globule, in its normal
form, is biconcave, or hollowed out on
both sides; the poison renders v round,
softens it, and causes the globules to run
together like a gelatinous mass, The
tissues become black with the infiltrated
blood, break down, and rapidly putrify
and slough.

It is probable that in most cases death
results from the paralysis of the respira-
tory centors—those parts of the brain
that preside over the nets of respiration,

The bushmen of South Africa use ns
an antidote the powdersd poison sac of a
different species of snake; some, a small
lizard, driesd, powdered and rubled into
incisions around the hite, Olsorvations
of travelers seem to confirm the efficacy
of these antidotes. —Youth's Companion,

The children of a Mohammedan
master and & female slave stand upon an
equal social footing and enjoy the same
legnl rights of heirship as the effspring of
the legitimate wife. The mother, by the
very event of the birth, becomes free and
cannot be sold. An emancipated slave
frequently inherits his master's property
and carries on his business. In M
and Jeddah I know many freedmen of
this class who have become eminent mer-
chants.—Cor, 5t.
