The experiments with bullet proof
conts and material which have been
condacted here and abroad have called
attention to the fact that mail protec
tion did npot entirely puass away with
the shelving of the shield and cuirass,
Mapy English officers still wear a par-
tial armor when serving on foreign st
tlone.

The commonest and most nsoal type
of thess protections copsisis of fine but
beautifully tempored single chains, in-
elowed in soft leather, which run aloog
the shonlders, down the onter wide of
the arms, and over certain parts of the
body. Thess can sither be sewed futo a
particulur tunic, or they can be ad justed
soparately and put on  like harness,
Huvdreds npon hooudreds of theso sets
are sold. The most valuable of ull
chaing in connection with necouterments
are thoso which guard the head, and in
cakes where the regnlation cap or hel-
met is not sufliciently protected in this
way spocially winde chajps are sewed
inhde the sume and covered by the lin.
