17'J2, us recommended by Jlamil
ton, concurred in by .Iclferson, and
approved bv Washington, pro
videil for tho freo ami unlimited
coiuago of both gold and silver.
Tho freo coinngo of silver was
stopped by tho act of February 12,

1873, ami by tho act of June 22,
1874, legal tender quality wus
taken away from any standard
dollars then in existence, except to
tho extent of o. In ISiS, tho con
gross of tho United States passed
what is known as the lihtnd net,
which provided that tho secretary
of tho treasury should purchase
from time to time silver bullion at
the market price thereof, not less.
than 2,000,(K)0 worth per month
nor more than if 1,000,000 wonh
per month, and cause the same to
be coined monthly as fast as so
purchased into such dollars, that
such silver dollars would be a legtl
tender ut their nominal value for
ull debts and due, publij und
private, except where otherwise ex-

pressly stipulated in the contract.
The Wand act was followed by the
Sherman act of 181)0, by which the
Hecretury of tho treasury was au-

thorized and required to purchase
each month at its market price
4,500,000 ounces of silver and issue
therefore treasury notes redeemable
in coin. In 1SD3 President Cleve
laud call an rxtra session of con
cress for the sole purpose of re
pealing tho so called Sherman law.
Ihe repeal passed both houses, and
wus signed oy ino president on
November 2, so that to-d- the
mints of the I'nitcd States are ab
Holutely closed to tho coinage of
silver.
