Hammond's forte, as has been
oft repeated by the press, lies in his
capacit' for making o ti ers work in
unison; in his personal magnetism,
and his direct appeals to the sympa-
thy and religious nature of his hear-
ers. IIo does not trv to pound logic
ioto logical minds but leaves them
out of the question except to keep
down their opposition, while ho
brings his forces to bear on the
voung. In his afternoon sermon,
which, as the Bulletin says, was di-

vided into three par's, he talked
about songs, gave a short sermon of
thanksgiving in the form of short
speeches from persons who wished
to speak, skillfully marshaled new
converts white and black on the
stage one by one to tell their expe-
rience, then recited some more poe-

try declaimed in a sing-son- g style,
and then a song in which sin-

ners were asked to rise; but the gal-

lery where they had principally col-

lected did not respond. Then came
dismissal and a rush for the cars off
for Portland. In the evening, servi
ces were again held at the Congrega-
tional church, conducted by Capt.
Wilkinson. The Captain's stories
grew too long and the meeting ad-

journed without any special interest
being awakened.
